Nokia asked if the proposal presented any contradiction with the OMA DS mechanism (note: the foreseen basis for technical implementation), to which the rapporteur (from Giesecke & Devrient) answered that there was no conflict with OMA DS. Nokia then asked for clarification about the change in section 4.4.2 and the rapporteur explained that a set of fields could be chosen according to what is supported by the ME and potentially also with regards to an operator-defined policy. Sun Microsystems requested clarification about section 4.5, asking if synchronization was to be triggered by the UICC or by an application. The rapporteur replied that the intent was that synchronization requests could be triggered at application-level. The chairman then asked for delegates interested in the topic to work jointly in order to provide a revised version of this contribution.
This revised version was provided in C6-070582, which gathered consensus after further online editing. The final and agreed version was provided in C6-070593.

Upon arguments raised by Ericsson and Nokia saying that this CR should be an addition of feature (Cat. B) and not an essential correction (Cat. F), Gemalto clarified that the CR was brought in as a Rel-7 CR as the command was introduced in the previous CT WG6 meeting and was felt to be a completion of an agreed Rel-7 feature. Nokia further argued that the Terminal Profile indication would be sufficient and questioned the necessity to also have the UST bear this information, considering that the USIM could simply send an error back in case the feature would not be supported. Giesecke & Devrient commented that the CR made sense in their opinion as it made the specification more consistent. The existing wording in TS 31.111 requires the ME to send the RP-ACK message if the UICC has responded with a '90 00' status word. It was felt by Comprion that the real intent of this requirement is that the ME is requested to send a RP-ACK message when the UICC indicates successful completion of the command and this covers status words like '91 XX' which combine the successful execution indication with the notification of a the availability of a proactive command.
The aim of the CR was well understood by the audience, it was commented that this issue goes back to Rel-99 and that the test specification had been corrected. However, Nokia stated that it was better in their opinion to leave things as they were. Further comments were made mentioning the risk that only '90 00' status words could trigger the sending of a RP-ACK message and raising the issue of potential mishaps with new card in old handsets and vice-versa. The Chairman commented that it was not easy to relax the requirements. Nokia stated that the wording could be changed. In the end, no decision could be made and the Chairman declared document C6-070507 rejected.

Concerns were also raised about having Server Alerted Notification (SAN) optional. Nokia suggested to be aligned with the OMA DS specs on which the technical solution is based. The contributors to the working sessions also struggled to find agreement about filtering of the Contact Manager data (see discussion about TS 21.111 for similar concerns).
The document reached a maturity level considered sufficient by the meeting to be sent to CT Plenary for information. A TS number was allocated (TS 31.220) and the version 1.0.0 with the specification number can be found in C6-070594, as provided to CT Plenary.

Pending issues are highlighted in the document thanks to editor's notes. They are listed here for information.

Pending Issue 1:

- The Contact Manager External client shall support the functionality of receiving and processing the Contact Manager Server device information when sent by the server or requested by the client.

Editor’s note: check the OMA DS specification if this is already mandatory in OMA DS. In case it is it may be removed from this document.

- The Contact Manager Server and External client shall support the Field Level Filtering functionality as defined in OMA DS [7].

Editor’s note: the above requirement on field level filtering is for further study. It could be useful to provide different options for the ME implementation in TS 21.111 on how to handle data in the ME that was not synchronized to the UICC due to filtering.

Pending Issue 3: (regarding 3GPP-specific contact elements)
Editor's note: The introduction of SIP URI and TEL URI is for further study.

Pending Issue 4: (regarding synchronization with an external device)

Editor's note: A reference to the required codecs should be added (e.g. 3GPP TS 26.244 and TS 26.346).

Document C6-070560 is a late presentation by Gemalto for information and discussion. Nokia expressed their concern about this document being very late, especially with regards to the complexity of the topic discussed. It was agreed that only an overview of the document would be given by Gemalto and that the discussion about the document would be held at CT WG6 meeting #46. Gemalto believe it is time for CT WG6 to start having a major overhaul of the USAT framework in order to leverage the new UICC capabilities. The presentation promotes the migration of USAT over IP while keeping proactivity mechanisms (use of the remote wake-up feature). The document also presents the need to make a choice of which commands are worth the evolution together with a preliminary sorted list of commands (categories: migration requested/migration partially requested/migration not requested).
T-Mobile welcomed the initiative, stating it was high time that such work started. T-Mobile further stated that they would support this work. Nokia and LG commented that they do not see the benefit and Nokia further asked if this could not be fulfilled using the smart card web server. Nokia added such an approach and such a work would change everything in the terminal and require tremendous effort with little to no benefit seen from the end-user standpoint. T-Mobile commented that this was for them the most work-item for the next 3 years. The chairman noted that there would be an impact on ETSI TS 102 223 and also made the connection with the new work-item proposal in C6-070550 (which was document C6-070425 postponed from CT WG6 meeting #44). It was decided that the discussions about C6-0070560 would be taken into account the revision of C6-070550 in document C6-070591 (see below).
Nokia stated that CT WG6 first need to focus on what services or commands have to be migrated. It was agreed by the meeting that a sensible work plan would start with the prioritization of work, then requirements and technical work.
