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Situation 

There is a 3G-Phonebook on a USIM which has 508 entries. This phonebook is stored under DF Phonebook.
This means there are two phonebook sets with each 254 entries present (same scenario like in TS 31.102 Annex G).
The feature of "Phonebook synchronisation" shall be supported by this phonebook. This means two EF_UIDs must be present (like in the example in Annex G).

Use case
The card including this phonebook was updated with e.g. 508 entries (it doesn't matter if there are exact 508 or less, but more than 254 entries).

The phonebook synchronisation procedure was not started up to this (e.g. after personalisation of the card) or phonebook synchronisation was just finished.

Discussion
TS 31.102 states: “If/when the PBID is regenerated, all UIDs for the entry in the phone book shall be assigned new values starting from 1. The new value of the UID for each entry shall then be kept until the PBID is regenerated again.”
Two different ways to interpret this statement are possible regarding the content of EF_UID_1 and EF_UID_2:
Option a) EF_UID_1 values 1 to 254 AND EF_UID_2 values 255 to 508

Option b) EF_UID_1 values 1 to 254 AND EF_UID_2 values 1 to 254

G&D assumes that Option a) is the correct interpretation and proposes to create a respective CR to clarify this point within TS 31.102 from Rel-8 onwards.
