3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from PCG#19 were reviewed and the progress made in discharging them discussed [3GPP/PCG#20(08)03].  The following comments arose from this discussion:
A-PCG19/1
Secretary to add CableLabs to the list of external organizations with which the TSGs are authorized to liaise Dr Weigel presented a contribution which explained how Trade Associations are treated within ETSI
CableLabs have been added to the list.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/2
Secretary to ensure that the revised Terms of Reference for TSG CT are correctly reflected on the 3GPP website [3GPP/PCG#19(07)21].
The website has been updated.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/3
Secretary to start a discussion on the PCG email list concerning appropriate marketing names for the new technologies being developed within 3GPP.  Proposals for naming (e.g., keep “LTE”, adopt “EPS” or create new name such as “Global Mobile Broadband”) to be received by 25 Jan 2008, and conclusions to be drawn by 31 January 2008.
Agreement was reached to continue with the term “LTE” but to associate with a strap line where appropriate (such as “delivering Mobile Broadband”).  It was noted that this does not affect the use of the term SAE.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/4
To ensure that the revised Terms of Reference for TSG SA are correctly reflected on the 3GPP website [3GPP/PCG#19(07)07].
The Terms of Reference are correctly reflected on the website.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/5
TSG RAN To reconfirm the approval of the work item “MBSFN Downlink Optimized Broadcast 3.84Mcps TDD” using a formal vote if required [3GPP/PCG#19(07)33].
TSG RAN has reconfirmed the work item.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/6
Working Procedures Group to examine the 3GPP Working Procedures, to see if modifications would be appropriate for rules concerning the approval/adoption of the Work Programme and the handling of minority views [3GPP/PCG#19(07)33].
The Working Procedures Group have not yet addressed this issue and so the action remains ongoing.
A-PCG19/7
Secretary to document the IT requirements for supporting meetings in excess of 400 delegates, to discuss the financial consequences with the Funding and Finance Group and to report the results to PCG#20 [3GPP/PCG#19(07)12].
A new IT support structure put in place and the FFG activity report presented to the OP meeting contains funding consequences.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/8
TSG CT Chairman to revise the funding request concerning OSA to take account of management overhead, copyright and ownership of results and the possibility of joint funding by interested parties.  The revised request to be further discussed by correspondence [3GPP/PCG#19(07)22].
CT5 have now proposed to close and hence the funding request is no longer required.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/9
Secretary to organize the recruitment of Marketing and Communications resources for 3GPP on a one year trial basis [3GPP/PCG#19(07)13].CT5 have proposed to close and hence the funding request is no longer required.

An expert has now been recruited.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/10
Mr Scholl to resubmit proposals on how ITU-T and 3GPP could work closer, to PCG#20 [3GPP/PCG#19(07)19].
The document has been resubmitted as PCG20(08)06.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/11
Mr Sundborg to discuss the draft Press Release on the progress made in specifying LTE, by correspondence.
A Press Release was prepared and issued.  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/12
Organizational Partners to confirm the venue for PCG#20/OP#19.
The venue was confirmed (Juan Les Pins).  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/13
Secretary to propose PCG/OP meeting dates for 2009.

Dates have been proposed and approved (although for autumn 2009 the week has been defined but not the precise dates).  The action is discharged.
A-PCG19/14
Secretary to define document submission deadlines for PCG#20/OP#19.
Document submission deadlines have been defined and implemented for this meeting.  The action is discharged.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr. Hietalahti (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#20(08)15].  A question was raised on the progress made in working with the Cable industry in the context of IMS.  It was confirmed that work was ongoing in this area and that cooperation with CableLabs was proceeding well.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#20(08)17].  A number of comments were received concerning IMT-Advanced and discussion on these is recorded under section 5.2 of this report.
Also presented were proposed revised Terms of Reference for TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#20(08)18].  Mr Hietalahti noted that there was a potential risk of overlap between the Terms of Reference of TSG RAN and those of TSG CT by the introduction of the changes proposed.  The TSG RAN and CT Chairmen undertook to resolve these differences and to submit revised Terms of Reference for TSG RAN for approval by correspondence.

Action PCG20/1:
TSG RAN and TSG CT Chairmen to resolve differences in opinion concerning the TSG RAN Terms of Reference and to submit a revision for approval by correspondence.
[Note: Subsequent to the meeting it was noted that, in accordance with the 3GPP Working Procedures, TSG Terms of Reference are to be approved by the OPs and not the PCG.  The revised Terms of Reference for TSG RAN will therefore be submitted to the OPs for approval.]

4.3
GERAN
Mr Achard (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#20(08)14].  Concerns were raised on the availability of 2 man months of funding needed for TTCN development for the LTE interRAT handover.  The Secretary confirmed that this funding had already been included within the 54 man months allocated to MCC Task 160 and that there was no need for concern.  A discussion also took place on the Earthquake and Tsunami early warning activity and whether this could be considered in a more general context for use in other emergency situations.  It was noted that this activity was part of a more general work item which would encompass other emergency situations once the requirements for those situations were correctly documented.
4.4
TSG SA
The PCG noted the absence of Mr Hayes (TSG SA Chairman) which was due to a family bereavement and recorded their condolences.

In the absence of the TSG SA Chairman, Mr KY Kim (TSG SA Vice Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#20(08)07].
The report was noted.
5
3GPP Progress and Status of Activities

5.1
Release 8 Status
The Secretary presented the latest understanding of the Features and Studies which would be contained within Release 8 and Release 9 together with a Gantt chart showing the progress made in completing them [3GPP/PCG#20(08)20].  

5.2
Preparations for IMT-Advanced

A discussion took place on the submission process for IMT Advanced and the most appropriate time for 3GPP Partners to make a submission.  It was noted that TSG RAN were inclined to propose a submission in the earliest possible timeframe and had recommended September 2008 as an appropriate target date for 3GPP’s intent to be communicated to ITU-R.  This would enable a full submission to be made during 2009 together with the detailed specifications of the proposal.  

After due consideration, it was agreed that a 3GPP based IMT-Advanced proposal should be made in September 2008, based on documentation to be produced by TSG RAN.  Considering the document deadlines for the ITU-R SG5d meeting which will take place in October 2008, OP approval of the documentation provided by TSG RAN will be achieved by correspondence.
Action PCG20/2:
TSG RAN to prepare a 3GPP based IMT-Advanced submission to the ITU by September 2008, for OP approval by correspondence.
Consideration was given as to whether the submission to the ITU should be made independently by each Partner Organization or whether it would be better to provide a single submission with the Organizational Partners as multiple sources.  The Organizational Partners were requested to consider this matter and to indicate their preference by 30 June 2008.

Action PCG20/3:
Organizational Partners to determine whether they wish to make independent IMT-Advanced submissions to the ITU or whether a single submission should be made with the Organizational Partners as multiple sources.  Result to be communicated by 30 June 2008.
Consideration was also give to the subject of Evaluation Groups based on the confirmation by each Partner Organization that it was their intention to create one.  This led to a discussion on the possibility for 3GPP to create a joint Evaluation Group comprising all of the 3GPP Partner organizations.  It was noted that there may be merit in this approach although the implications and cost/time factors were as yet unknown.  TSG RAN was therefore requested to consider the matter and to propose how such a joint Evaluation Group could function and the merits/drawbacks of such an approach.  The TSG RAN result would be discussed at PCG#21 (October 2008).
Action PCG20/4:
TSG RAN to consider the merits of establishing a joint IMT-Advanced Evaluation Group comprising of all 3GPP Organizational Partners, and to propose how such a group could function, presenting the results to PCG#21 (October 2008).
6
Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

6.1
Approval of Work Programme
The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme.  There were no Features which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#20(08)10].  It was noted that the proposed update appeared to be incomplete and the Secretary agreed to provide a corrected version for approval by correspondence.
Action PCG20/5:
Secretary to prepare a corrected Work Programme update for PCG approval by correspondence.
7
3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#20(08)23].  
Mr Flynn (3GPP Communications Officer) presented a draft Communications Plan which contained initial thoughts on the marketing and communications activities to be pursued during 2008/9 [3GPP/PCG#20(08)24&25].  A discussion followed based on the marketing and communication proposals made during the presentation, and general support expressed for the initial activities that had been undertaken.
7.2
New TSG funding requests for specific tasks

There were no matters raised under this Agenda item.
8
3GPP Process Improvements

Mr Nakamura (TTC) had provided a contribution which discussed process improvements within 3GPP (which was a reproduction of the contribution submitted at the previous OP meeting) [3GPP/PCG#20(08)08].  Also provided was the ARIB/TTC input to an email discussion that had taken place following the previous OP meeting [3GPP/PCG#20(08)09].
In the absence of Mr. Hayes, Mr. Hietalahti (on behalf of the TSG leadership) presented a number of recommendations which the TSG Leaders had formulated in response to the proposals made by ARIB/TTC [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04].  Also presented were comments which had been received from Individual members in response to the TSG Leader’s proposals [3GPP/PCG#20(08)05r1].  

Taking all of the input into consideration, a discussion took place based on the recommendations made by the TSG Leadership in document 3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 and each proposal was considered in turn.  The conclusions were as follows:  
“1
Consensus and Voting - How to prevent blocking by a small minority

Endorse the principle of Working Agreements

Decide where to document this process:

WPs (note this is a trial change)

Working Methods (21.900) *

Web page along with list of working methods”
It was noted that, in general, the current Working Procedures had worked well but there had been a number of instances where progress had been delayed by a small number of Individual Members who had used the procedures to prevent consensus being achieved.  After due consideration, it was agreed to implement the concept of Working Agreements as proposed by the TSG Leadership in 3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slides 4&5 for a one year trial period.  

It was agreed to use this PCG Report as the basis for recording the decision and to prepare detailed changes to the Working Procedures at the end of the trial period (if successful), based on the experience that had been gained.
Decision PCG20/2:
Concept of “Working Agreements”, as proposed by the TSG Leadership,  agreed for trial implementation for one year [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slides 4&5].
“2
Consensus and Voting – Do rules for last minute voting and voting list composition need clarification?

Change advance notice recommendation in WPs from 21 to 7 days and separate announcement from agenda availablility

Clarify in the WPs that last minute voting is only for exceptional circumstances”
It was noted that the current Working Procedures contain the following provision (3GPP Working Procedures, Article 32):  

“The draft agenda for a TSG or WG meeting shall be disseminated by the responsible Chairman to all on the TSG or WG membership list at least 21 days before a meeting. The draft agenda should indicate subject matters where voting may be required. The draft agenda shall indicate elections to be held (including known candidates).”
The PCG confirmed that the words “shall” and “should” are well defined within 3GPP documentation (cf TR 21.801 Annex E).  Therein, “shall” is defined as the verbal form to indicate where an action is required or necessary and “should” is defined as the verbal form to indicate that an action is only recommended.  After due consideration, it was agreed that if the existing Working Procedures are correctly implemented there is no need for any changes to be introduced.  

To avoid any doubt, it was confirmed that the 21 day minimum requirement for the issuing of the draft Agenda (including the announcement of elections) is a strict requirement which cannot be deviated from.  In exceptional cases, voting may take place on all other matters where less than 21 days notice is given, where the Chairman determines that it is justified and appropriate to do so.  In very exceptional cases it may well be that a period of less than 7 days is used, provided that the Chairman is convinced that such an action is justified and appropriate.  [Note: the Working Group meeting schedule is an example of where this action may be justified, for matters that need to be elevated to the TSG for resolution, but where there is less than 21 days between the close of the WG meeting and the start of the parent TSG meeting].  In all cases, it is expected that Chairmen will exercise their best judgment in determining an appropriate notice period. 
Decision PCG20/3:
Definitions of the verbal forms “should” and “shall” reconfirmed, together with the minimum notice required for the issuing of Agendas and the announcement of intended votes. 
It was noted that improved wording may be introduced into the 3GPP Working Procedures when they are next considered for review.
“3
WID creation – Can and should we raise the bar for WID and SID creation?

Endorse making requirement for active support and consensus explicit”
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that the understanding of support for Work Item creation should be strengthened, with supporting companies being reminded that they are expected to actively contribute to the work.  It was noted that this may imply a modification to the Work Item Description template.
Decision PCG20/4:
The PCG agreed to the concept of “explicit support”, to be provided by those companies who offer their names during the creation of new Work Items  [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 7].
“4
Improved Workplan and Release Planning 

Endorse improving linkage between WIDs and the workplan”
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that there should be an improved linkage between Work Item Descriptions and the Workplan.

Decision PCG20/5:
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that there should be an improved linkage between Work Item Descriptions and the Workplan  [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 8].
“5
Running meeting more efficiently and fairly

Request the MCC and the leadership to create/populate a wiki to document best practices”
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that a wiki should be created to document best practices.

Decision PCG20/6:
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that a wiki should be created to document best practices [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 9].
Action PCG20/6:
MCC to implement a wiki to document 3GPP best practices [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 9].
“6
Miscellaneous

Endorse improving the binding between stages in the WIDs*

Request the MCC to develop a 3GPP leadership training course”
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that the binding between the different stages in the workflow should be improved which would imply modifications to the Work Item Description template. 

Decision PCG20/7:
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that the binding between the different stages in the workflow should be improved [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 10].
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that leadership training should be introduced for 3GPP elected officials and tasked MCC to prepare and implement such training.

Decision PCG20/8:
The PCG agreed with the proposal made by the TSG leadership that leadership training should be introduced for 3GPP elected officials [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 10].
Action PCG20/7:
MCC to prepare and implement leadership training for 3GPP elected officials  [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 10].
“7
Overall

When should these changes go into effect?”
The PCG determined that the changes agreed under this Agenda item should be implemented with immediate effect and tasked the TSG Chairmen to communicate the decisions to their communities.
Decision PCG20/9:
The PCG determined that the changes agreed under Agenda item 8 of PCG#20 should be implemented with immediate effect [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04].
Action PCG20/8:
MCC to prepare and implement leadership training for 3GPP elected officials  [3GPP/PCG#20(08)04 slide 9].
Dr Chatterjee (ATIS) presented a proposal that more care should be taken in selecting venues for TSG and WG meetings and that they should normally take place in those geographical areas/regions from which the Organizational Partners emanate [3GPP/PCG#20(08)22].  
It was noted that there are sometimes reasons of a promotional, marketing or political nature which would justify 3GPP presence in geographical areas outside of those usually frequented by 3GPP, but that such presence should be restricted to meetings of the PCG and OPs.  For meetings of the TSGs and their Working Groups it was agreed that, for fiscal reasons, these meetings shall take place in those geographical areas/regions from which the Organizational Partners emanate.  If proposals are received to hold meetings outside of these areas then prior approval of the PCG shall be sought before any commitment is made.  Any case of doubt over the appropriateness of a proposed meeting venue shall be raised to the PCG for decision.
Decision PCG20/10:
The PCG determined that, for fiscal reasons, meetings of the TSGs and their Working Groups shall take place in those geographical areas from which the Organizational Partners emanate.  Proposals received to hold meetings outside of these areas shall be approved by the PCG prior to any commitment being made.  Any case of doubt over the appropriateness of a proposed meeting venue shall be raised to the PCG for decision. [3GPP/PCG#20(08)22].

Working Procedures and Working Methods

There were no matters raised under this Agenda item.
10
Matters Arising from ITU

Mr Scholl (ITU) presented a contribution which proposed a closer collaboration between 3GPP and ITU-T (which was a reproduction of the contribution submitted at the previous PCG meeting) [3GPP/PCG#20(08)06].  Each of the proposals made by the ITU was considered in turn and the following conclusions noted:

“Direct relation between ITU-T and 3GPP”

The PCG noted that, since 3GPP is not established as a legal entity it would be inappropriate for 3GPP to communicate formally with the ITU.  This had been a principle established from the outset in order not to undermine the sovereignty of Member countries in the ITU process.


“Liaison statements from ITU-T to 3GPP”

The PCG noted that the current arrangements permitted incoming liaison statements to be directly addressed by 3GPP TSGs and for those liaison statement to be presented by nominated representatives of the ITU (which may either be ITU officials of Member representatives acting on their behalf).  

“Liaison statements from 3GPP to ITU-T”

The PCG noted that 3GPP had a need to liaise with ITU-R, ITU-T and ITU-D and preferred to treat each of those three sectors in the same manner.  In this context, the established practise of 3GPP Liaisons being presented in the ITU by Individual Member companies should continue.  However, it was also noted that information of a more administrative and factual nature may be exchanged between the TSG elected leadership directly and the ITU Study Group leadership if appropriate to do so.
 “ITU-T’s invitation to 3GPP to join the Global Standardization Symposium, 20 October 2008”
The PCG concluded that it would be appropriate to participate in the Global Standardization Symposium and tasked the 3GPP Communications Officer to make the necessary arrangements.

Decision PCG20/11:
3GPP to participate in the Global Standardization Symposium (Johannesburg, 20 October 2008) [3GPP/PCG#20(08)06].
Action PCG20/9:
3GPP Communications Officer to make the necessary arrangements for 3GPP to be represented at the Global Standardization Symposium (Johannesburg, 20 October 2008) [3GPP/PCG#20(08)06].

“ITU-T’s invitation to 3GPP to join ITU workshops”
The PCG concluded that, in principle, 3GPP should participation in ITU Workshops, with each invitation being treated on a case-by-case basis.
Decision PCG20/12:
3GPP should participation in ITU Workshops, with each invitation being treated on a case-by-case basis [3GPP/PCG#20(08)06].

“ITU-T’s invitation to host 3GPP meetings”
A discussion took place on the proposal made by the ITU that they would be willing to host 3GPP meetings at their Geneva premises.  

The PCG concluded that, in principle, there was no reason for 3GPP meetings not to be held at the ITU premises and that it was a matter for each Working Group to decide whether to accept such an invitation or not.

Decision PCG20/13:
3GPP meetings may be held at the ITU premises in Geneva, with invitations being discussed by the Working Groups on a case-by-case basis [3GPP/PCG#20(08)06].

“Output of IMS specifications of 3GPP submitted to ITU”
The PCG confirmed their expectation that 3GPP IMS specifications would be referenced by the ITU in accordance with existing practise.
