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1. Overall Description:

CT6 thanks GCF CAG for their LS clarifying the list of features which may not be supported by terminals with specialized capabilities.
CT6 has discussed the issue and the provided list of features in great detail and identified that the support of audio tones and multiple languages needs to be addressed as well.  
CT6 would like to inform GCF CAG that related work on the relevant core specifications has been started, but could not be finalised. 

Also CRs to the test specifications have been presented to provide a test execution recommendation for the applicability of each test which might be affected by one or more of the potentially unsupported features. 

It was felt that no CRs to the test case applicability for these specialized terminals are agreeable until the relevant core specifications have been adapted.  
For information please find attached the CR to TS 31.111 Rel-8 which will be sent to CT for information only to seek agreement on the proposed way forward.
