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1. Overall Description:

ETSI SCP thanks 3GPP CT6 for the LS detailing the timescales for the definition of a mechanism enabling the UICC to configure the network connectivity parameters that are used to establish IP connections between the UICC and a remote entity in the network.

ETSI SCP has reviewed 3GPP TS 22.038 to check the requirements for this feature and have concluded that the best way to deliver this feature would be to extend the OPEN CHANNEL and CLOSE CHANNEL commands to manage this.  As the parameters needed are dependant on the application, ETSI SCP feels that 3GPP CT6 would be best positioned to determine the parameters for this feature.  At least one member company of both ETSI SCP and 3GPP CT6 has offered to provide an input on this topic into the next CT6 meeting.
Regarding the migration of the CAT functionality to the IP layer, ETSI SCP recognises that this is a significant piece of work that will affect the revenue made by the UICC for many years to come.  ETSI SCP has a work item open for this feature and is progressing on this topic in parallel both in terms of requirements and solutions.  ETSI SCP does not see that it is realistic to complete this work in time for the next CT6 meeting and kindly asks CT6 to review their plans accordingly.  ETSI SCP observes that the CAT is fully usable over the USB interface using the ICCD USB class as it is currently specified and that it is mandatory for the ICCD USB class to be supported with a USB interface compliant to ETSI TS 102 600.
ETSI SCP invites 3GPP CT6 to clarify their requirements for the CAT functionality over the IP layer so that ETSI SCP can assure that they are fully covered.
2. Actions:

ETSI SCP kindly asks 3GPP CT6 to:
1) Consider the use of the OPEN CHANNEL and CLOSE CHANNEL commands to open and close IP connections for the UICC to access IP destinations outside of the terminal.
2) Review the timescales and requirements for USAT usage over IP and decide their actions accordingly.

3) Inform ETSI SCP on their specific requirements for USAT usage over IP.
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
