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The core specification 102 223 is not very specific in the description of how the terminal shall behave in case the proactive command Launch browser contains a gateway address and/or a bearer object, except that it is stated that the browser shall use these data.

The specification 102 223 states the following concerning the Launch browser command:

If the gateway addresses and/or the bearer objects are present in the command and are non null data objects, then the browser shall use these data to request content using the URL.
There seems to be different interpretations of this sentence both in relation to the usage of these data and also about what the term gateway address really covers.

Concerning the definition of the Gateway address there was previously a discussion in CT6 whether this defines just a gateway or could also define an APN, there was not any clear outcome of the discussion. So it seems to be usefull to have a clarification of the term Gateway and in what context in the parameter configuration in the terminal it can be used. The specification does not mention what to do with unmentioned /unset parameters in the configuration that was not received in the command, ie. Should the terminal return an error or use default values and try to launch the browser with those settings.
Concerning the usage of this data it could at least be two different ways:

· The terminal should replace the parameters in the configuration with the ones received in the command
· The terminal should use a valid configuration set in the terminal with the matching parameters received in the command.

The test case in 31.124 27.22.4.6.1.2.4 sequence 1.4 clearly takes the first approach. 

If the second approach is used the received parameters are used to point out a matching valid parameter configuration in the terminal. If this is the intention then the Launch browser test cases needs to have a pre-condition added that a valid parameter set with the received parameters need to be defined.
For both cases in some situations the parameters send in the command may not make any sence in relation to the given parameter configuration in the terminal. For instance if the terminal does not have a parameter configuration set for the bearers in the command. Should missing parameters be set to default or should the terminal return an error?
This document is intended to start a discussion to clarify the usage of the gateway address/bearer objects in the Launch browser command and optionally clarify the pre-conditions in the related test case.
