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1. Overall Description:
Problems in the field with Refresh mode UICC Reset when being in a call have been reported. 
CT6 discussed this issue and identified two possible terminal behaviours when this command is fetched while being in a call:

1) The terminal might delay the execution of the UICC Reset until the active call has been terminated

2) The terminal might send a Terminal Response (ME currently unable to process command - currently busy on a call)   
It has been commented that only one of the possible behaviours might be expected by some cards, especially as no requirements seem to exist which define the expected card behaviour in case a terminal does delay the UICC Reset until the call has been terminated. 
Thus cards may not be expected to operate in normal condition in case a card expects the UICC Reset within certain time or in case a Terminal Response is not expected.

CT6 kindly asks SCP TEC to considered this issue and if felt appropriate to add corresponding clarification to TS 102 223.
