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Problem Description:
TS 11.14/TS 31.111/TS 102 223 define the Launch Browser mode '03' = "close the existing browser session and launch new browser session" without providing exact requirements about this mode. 

It is not clear if the closing of the existing browser session shall lead to termination of the before established PDP context and thus for the new session a new PDP context has to be established or if the new session may use the already established PDP context.
The Launch Browser command has been introduced to TS 11.14 in CR#A160. In this CR the mode '03' has been defined as '03' = "close the existing browser session and launch new browser session, making a connection". 

"Close the existing browser session" plus "making a connection" might be interpreted as requirement to activate a new PDP context after the existing one shall have been deactivated before. 
On the other hand users might experience lower performance when PDP context deactivation and activation have to executed, though this might be avoided by careful use of Launch Browser mode '03'.
Discussion
The tests in TS 31.124 TC 27.22.26.2 Seq. 2.2 and TS 51.010-4 TC 27.22.26.2 Seq. 2.2 are affected by the unclear requirements.

COMPRION kindly seeks CT6's clarification on the requirements of the Launch Browser mode '03' = "close the existing browser session and launch new browser session".
