6 Status of CT6 specifications
6.1 Review of Specs upgraded to Rel-8
The draft version of TS 31.102 v8.5.0 has been reviewed regarding LTE related CRs. It has been noted that the LTE related CRs have implemented correctly.
The draft version of TS 31.121 v8.0.0 has been reviewed. It has been noted that some editorial changes regarding chapter numbering have to be applied. It has been decided by the ad hoc delegates that TS 31.121 v8.0.0 should be used as the CR base for E-UTRAN/EPC related tests.

6.2 SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)
It was commented that TR 31.900 might require an update regarding E-UTRAN/EPC support, e.g. because the usage of the SIM/GSM application is prohibited when accessing E-UTRAN/EPC.

Document C6a090003 has been reviewed and discussed.
It has been discussed if similar tests are defined somewhere else to avoid test case duplication. A corresponding action point has been assigned to Cetecom. The RAN5 specification 3GPP TS 36.523-1 "Evolved Universal Terrestrial Radio Access (E-UTRA) and Evolved Packet Core (EPC); User Equipment (UE) conformance specification; Part 1: Protocol conformance specification " states in the introduction clause "The present document will not contain any tests on the USIM, or the interface between the UE and the USIM. These tests are documented elsewhere."

It has been discussed if existing tests can and should be reused. 7 Layers: In case of new tests more than one test might be required to cover verify the correct support of a feature in principle. Comprion: New tests are to be required because new EFs and a new RAT are involved to verify a feature, thus features and requirements differ. Backward compatibility of existing tests for testing for R99 and onwards would not be possible. Gemalto proposed to enhance TS 31.121. Cetecom proposed that new tests should follow the existing structure of TS 31.121 to be able to identify tests for E-UTRAN easily. It has been agreed to enhance TS 31.121 with new tests for E-UTRA/EPC support.

The document has been finalised on Wednesday afternoon by the ad hoc delegates. The document has been reviewed offline by the 7 delegates and additionally by China Mobile and agreement on this document has been committed online.
