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1. Overall Description:

SCP TEC has considered the requests expressed in the LS received from CT6. In addition to noticing that the two attached change requests (presented to CT in CP-090188 as CR 200r1 and 201r2 against 3GPP TS 31.111) were reserving the same bits in the TERMINAL PROFILE, SCP TEC found out that other unused bits in the TERMINAL PROFILE would be more appropriate with a view to fulfill CT6's request.
As a consequence, the attached change request was agreed and is forwarded to SCP Plenary for approval. SCP TEC understands that calendar issues will make it impossible for CT6 to review the attached change request before it is presented for approval at SCP Plenary and therefore copies CT Plenary so that any modification to the CT6 change requests can be made in time if deemed necessary. Should CT feel that the change request proposed by SCP TEC is inappropriate, there is still an opportunity to provide feedback directly to SCP so that SCP makes sure that the bits in the Terminal Profile are eventually reserved as requested by 3GPP CT6.
Please note that if 3GPP CT6 is granted an additional exception for carrying on with the SAES work until TSG CT #44, then it could be left up to CT6 to assess the relevance of the attached change request and feed back to SCP TEC.
