· Use of extra digit is not possible without changing the existing implementations

· 24.229 and 29.292 use IMEI as an instance id as defined in draft-montemurro-gsma-imei-urn

· CT4 comments on 23.003 (and network interfaces) would be welcome 

The same topic was studied several years ago with the outcome that not only the above specification oriented aspects but also the possibly existing proprietary services in the operators networks should be considered when deciding on the extension of IMEI.

Background: 


CT1 has had two meetings since CT #45. CT1 #61 was collocated with CT3 and CT4 in Phoenix and CT1 #62 was collocated with CT3, CT4 and CT6 in Beijing. The amount of CRs to pre-release 8 CRs is still low, and most of the CRs are minor cleanups of references. There are still a substantial amount of CRs on release 8, mainly for SAES. However, work is now more and more focusing on release 9, where there are four revised WIDs and a large number of agreed CRs for approval. The group split for almost 3.5 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues during both meetings. 

CT1 agrees fewer and fewer pre Rel-9 CRs in each CT1-meeting. Focus is mainly on Rel-9 on all WIs. The work on SMS for CS-Fallback, the major single outstanding Rel-8 topic for SAES is now completed. As mentioned also at CT#45, one reason for the large number of CRs for approval is caused by the fact that as most features in release 9 are included in TSs already under change control.

CT1 has four TSs for information and approval at CT#46. In order to complete the outstanding release 9 work in a controlled way, the group has agreed 14 exception sheets on the work items were there are more outstanding work than minor cleanups only. After evaluations at CT1#61 and CT1#62, the group thinks that work can be completed by CT1#63, the upcoming mega-meeting in San Francisco.

Work on Rel-9 has had good progressed since CT#45. Nevertheless, it will be challenging to complete the outstanding work by CT1 #63. There are most likely many reasons for this, but CT1 Chairman highlighted some issues:

1) We can, as always, expect "late" "stage 2 changes" that of course have a knock-on effect on stage 3.

2) "necessary cleanups" of stage 3 after the WI is set to 100%.

3) The WIs for IMS service continuity enhancement, I1 interface, media plane security and enhancement of the restoration procedures are all at risk for completion by CT #47. For IMS service continuity enhancement and I1 interface, the reason for this is the amount of outstanding work, while for media plane security and enhancement of the restoration procedures it is discussions about outstanding work from a stage 2 point if view.

4) One of the main reasons for the "mega-meeting" in San Francisco was to benefit from collocation. It is a concern that there will not be much time for joint discussions with other groups during a busy week, or to turn it the other way around - possible joint meetings will prevent CT1 to work the necessary late evenings to complete the work.

CT1 Chairman would like to point out that the group seems quite confident that completion of the outstanding work can be done at CT1 #63. CT1 chairman highlighted the risks and challenges and is not as confident as the delegates.

OMA has requested 3GPP to add improvements to the IP-SM-GW functionality for the support of interworking between CPM users and SMS Users including support for interworking of CPM sessions to/from SMS. To cover this, CT3 has agreed a new WID, CP-090859.

Multimedia Priority Service

A WID was presented and discussed. CT3 proposed to add an investigation on CS interworking to the WID. After offline discussions, CT3 companies would have been willing to agree the WID without this addition. However, the source companies were not able/willing to pursue this work  in the meeting and no WID was agreed. Also, related CRs were withdrawn.

Text Telephony

CT3 received two discussion papers on interworking of Text Telephony. It was agreed that this functionality should be corrected  by means of essential CRs to Rel-9, impacting the Mn interface in TS 29.163 (and presumably TS 29.332 in CT4). See LS in CP-090949. An additional LS was sent to SA4 to clarify expected terminal behaviour.

In the #75 SA2 meeting, in S2-096025, it is agreed that when the S4 SGSN/MME relocation the APN Restriction shall be sent from the source S4 SGSN/MME to the target S4 SGSN/MME and that when the UE moves from Gn/Gp SGSN to the S4 SGSN/MME, the APN Restriction shall be sent from the PGW to the S4 SGSN/MME.

The presence requirement of Maximum APN Restriction in the Create Session Request message is changed from Mandatory to Conditional. The Maximum APN Restriction in the Create Session Request message is only included in the E-UTRAN initial attach, PDP Context Activation and UE Requested PDN connectivity procedures.

The APN Restriction in the Create Session Response message is included in the E-UTRAN initial attach, PDP Context Activation and UE Requested PDN connectivity procedures and is also included on S4/S11 interfaces in the Gn/Gp SGSN to S4 SGSN/MME RAU/TAU procedures.

The APN Restriction in the Modify Bearer Response message shall also be included on the S5/S8 interfaces in the Gn/Gp SGSN to S4 SGSN/MME RAU/TAU procedures.

Discussion:

Ericsson have raised concerns with this Non-backward compatible change because it forces a change to existing products that were specified as frozen nearly 12 months ago. However since Ericsson is  in such a minority and have been informed that operators accept that all nodes will need to be upgraded at the same time we could accept this change. 

Ericsson would however like to raise our concerns about such future handling of CRs to frozen releases. Any company should be able to object to a CR that is not fixing a frequent and serious misoperation to a frozen release, especially if is non-backward compatible change, regardless of how many other companies support such a change.

Ericsson also clarified that the principle of CR CP-090972 does not affect existing implementation.
NTT DOCOMO would like to support Ericsson proposal which is backward compatible. NTT DOCOMO also commented that they would like to have solution in this meeting.
TSG CT recommended that in the future non backward compatible changes should be avoided when ever possible.

The UE-specific error indication function is not specified in release 8. An editor note indicates that this function is still FFS. A binding error message based solution, a Binding Revocation message based and an ICMP based solution were presented and discussed. As a few companies requested more time to study the proposed solution, there was no conclusion so far. 

In RFC5213, there is one Forwarding Rules defined for LMA when forwarding packets sent by the Mobile Node: “All the reverse tunnelled packets that the local mobility anchor received from the mobile access gateway, after removing the tunnel header MUST be routed to the destination specified in the inner packet header.  These routed packets will have the Source Address field set to the mobile node's home address.  Considerations from [RFC2473] MUST be applied for IPv6 decapsulation.”

Another forwarding rules defined for MAG when forwarding packets to the UE: “If the mobile access gateway cannot find the connected interface for that destination address, it MUST silently drop the packet. For reporting an error in such a scenario, in the form of an ICMP control message, the considerations from [RFC2473] MUST be applied.” 

Therefore silent discard a payload packet with an unknown GRE key shall be defined in 3GPP TS 29275. An UE error indicator is optional to be supported. If it is supported, 3GPP should follow IETF defined forwarding rule that ICMP has to be used.

This paper intends to complement one of the topics in CT4 chairman’s report by explaining the background - what is actually discussed, its urgency and importance, and the status of CT4 discussion.

The topic, "application specific Diameter proxy" is an issue in Release 8, based on requests from GSMA.  Thus, this contribution requests TSG CT to provide guidance to CT4 to conclude this issue during the next CT4 WG meeting.

As it can be seen from the status of the work in GSMA IREG WG, the time for LTE roaming is approaching. In order not to delay the work in GSMA, it is kindly requested that TSG CT provides a guidance to CT4 to conclude on the way forward for solution to support application specific Diameter proxy in Rel-8 in the next plenary cycle (i.e. by March 2010) by making maximum use of available meeting time.

At SA plenary #45, CR 0112 to TS 23.272 was agreed (see SP-090593 or S2-094861). This CR changed the term “CS Fallback” to “CS Fallback and SMS over SGs” in order to clarify that SMS over SGs did not use any fall back onto 2G/3G radio. 

However, in the stage 3 specifications TS 24.008 and TS 24.301, there are some occurrences of “CS Fallback” which actually apply to both “CS Fallback and SMS over SGs”.  In addition the CR 0169 to TS 23.272 in S2-097380 (which is being sent by SA2 to SA #46 for approval) provides further clarification on terminology and the interaction with the ISR feature. · From CT perspective - and normal 3GPP working procedures - BSSAP protocol extensions cannot begin, before the Core Network study has been completed and solutions agreed.
BSSAP CRs cannot be approved, until CT4 Stage 2 CRs are approved.

· The feasibility study will not be completed before March 2010 due to the still open issues.

· So far no Stage 2 nor Stage 3 CRs have been presented in CT. It cannot be expected that sufficient Stage 2 procedures will be complete by March 2010 even for a phased approach as proposed by GERAN WG2.

· It seems most reasonable that the feature should be developed as a whole network enhancement; only drawbacks are seen with a phased approach. Once the TR is completed and "guidelines" have been agreed and included into the TR, how to proceed with the Technical Solutions, the TS work should be quick, consistent and efficient.

· A better coordination between GERAN and CT groups would be beneficial to resolve key issues in the feasibility study and to ensure that each group has optimal understanding of the issues overall.

Discussion:


Nokia Siemens Networks clarified that GERAN has already requested CT4 to finalise LCLS related work two Plenary meeting ago in Rel-9 timeframe. CT4 should continue the study and normative work and guarantee GERAN can finalise the work in Rel-9.
Ericsson commented that GERAN should wait until Core Network work has finalised. All technical work is done in CT4.
Huawei challenged the discussion paper since Ericsson was one of the companies who indicate the need of an extra meeting in January on LCLS.

Alcatel-Lucent shares the view of Ericsson that Study should finalise in Rel-9 and normative work should be moved to Rel-10. The complete/generic solution which deals with multiple MSC solution is not feasible to be reached in Rel-9 timeframe. 
There was a discussion on whether full and generic solution covering multiple MSCs in later releases is sufficient or would it be feasible to take a stepwise approach via initial single MSC solution in Rel-9 with the full functionality following in Rel-10.

CT1 would also be impacted and they assumed no normative work, hence raised no Rel-9 extension sheet in this plenary. CT1 chairman clarified that based on the information CT1 got from CT4 it was seen the exception sheet is not needed.
CT4 Chairman clarified that the normative work can start only after study has finalised. The full solution is preferable from CT4 point of view since partial solution in Rel-9 and full solution in Rel-10 may cause backward compatibility problems in the future. The solution have to be future compatible. The normative work can't be finished in Rel-9 unless TR is not finished in CT#47bis.
Huawei commented that the partial solution request was requested by GERAN not by CT4.

Vodafone commented that since an extra meeting for CT4 has been allocated the door should be left open for normative work in Rel-9.
