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Report of SCP discussions and decisions
1 SCP activity

Since the last CT6 meeting, there were 2 TEC and 2 TEST meetings.  Those Working Group meetings happened after the last Plenary, which means that contributions were agreed there that were not yet approved at Plenary level (next Plenary occurs the week following CT6 #54).  Note also that the new cycle of meetings for SCP is as follows:

· 3 SCP REQ/Plenary a year (possibly more REQ meeting is required);
· 6 SCP TEC meetings a year (2 meeting between each Plenary).
The main topics ongoing are:

· UICC AT commands:  Some proposals are considered and discussed at TEC level to propose a draft specification.  Some LS with CT1 on this topic are considered to evaluate the feasibility.  The draft specification is sent for information to both SCP Plenary (next meeting) and CT1.
· Contactless (specs, API, test):

· The core specifications seem now stable and only essential corrections are brought to Rel-7.  A joint session between SCP TEC and TEST was organized to close open issues identified while working on the test specifications.  Potential additional features will be introduced from Rel-10 (including the discussion on ISO 15693 tags and peer to peer mode support)
· The work on API is ongoing and ad hoc sessions were organized to reach the target of a specification proposal for the next SCP Plenary meeting.
· There is a set of 4 test specifications SWP and HCI from UICC and terminal prospective.  Three of the specifications were already approved by SCP.  The remaining one is presented for approval at SCP Plenary #44. 
· M2M: The draft specification will be presented for approval at the coming Plenary meeting.  It specifies environmental conditions as well as two form factors.  The specification is sent to Plenary for approval.  A vote might be taken on this proposal if objections are met.
· USB:
· There are still discussions popping up with relation to power consumption.  No agreement could be reached.

· A Special Task Force was created (supported by ETSI) to work on testing specification.  This task force is targeting to provide test specification by September and will be managed by SCP TEST working group.
· CAT (Launch Pad): Some discussions are ongoing on the possibility to launch SCWS from a toolkit command and an icon displayed on the screen.  At this stage, there is no agreement on the way forward.  Some company input may occur at the next Plenary unless side discussion help to find out a solution that could be easily agreed in the brief TEC #31 bis session to be organized right before the coming SCP Plenary.
· New runtime environment:  The discussions were postponed on this topic at the last TEC meeting due to lack of contributions (this has lower priority compared to other urgent topics to be dealt with currently).
2 Set of approved CRs at last SCP meetings
This section only lists approved SCP document, i.e. documents presented at SCP #43 (just previous the last CT6 meeting where this report was not provided). 
2.1 Set of CRs unlikely to have impact on 3GPP specifications
