Qualcomm mentioned that they had a related contribution in C6-090292 and Infineon Technologies added that they also had a contribution on the topic in C6-090277. Nokia wondered about the need to store this information in two places in the end as pre-Rel-8 cards will not provide this information. T-Mobile stated that this information is operator-specific and therefore belongs in the UICC. Gemalto had the feeling that there are security issues at stake here and that storage in the USIM is needed and justified. It was decided to prepare a change request in C6-090298. Nokia noted that the approach with a CR against each specification's reference section was now proposed with the latest version of the SCP specifications targeted. Nokia were worried that some specifications may systematically be impacted by addition of features not related with 3GPP.

Vodafone mentioned that though CT is requesting a version-based referencing, they still disagree with the principle. Orange shared this position, as well as Telecom Italia, Comprion and Sagem Orga. Comprion added that this request introduces more problems than it could solve. Sagem Orga presented the alternate proposal which is to use a another specification as a container for all references to external specifications. Nokia believed that it would be as easy to work on the core specifications directly. France Telecom believe that cleaner drafting of ETSI TS 102 221 changes would make it clear that additional features are optional and therefore not automatically imported. Gemalto wondered if Nokia could accept referencing the latest version of TS 102 221 provided the necessary exclusion would be indicated in TS 31.101.

Telecom Italia had the feeling that the approach of a separate TS would be confusing for a reader. T-Mobile thought that this approach is simpler and so did Qualcomm. Nokia had a concern with listing all the exceptions. The acting Chairman stated that CT6 should make sure that references are used to include features and that it should not be needed to write exclusions.

The Chairman enquired about any objection against the principle of an external TS. There were no objections on bringing this principle forward to CT Plenary. Nokia proposed to first ask CT plenary for endorsement of the principle before continuing the work and this proposal was agreed.

Nokia noted that there are more changes to TS 102 221 than those highlighted (two additional commands for the Secure Channel). Nokia requested to postpone this discussion to after the next CT Plenary in order to wait for the outcome of a foreseen discussion about referencing specifications from external committees. Gemalto believed that the technical impacts from the proposed changes were minor, and were afraid that the successful relationship between CT6 and SCP might suffer from losing the Release alignment. The decision was made to postpone the document.
