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1. Overall Description:

CT6 discussed the usage of COMPREHENSION TLVs in a context specific manner as current "single use" tag value assignment is leading to a situation where the range for 1 byte tags ('01' to '7E') is almost exhausted.
CT6 would like to share with ETSI SCP TEC and ETSI SCP the outcome of the discussion to endorse the proposal, effective from Release 10 and onwards as outlined in the attached document, with the following considerations:

· To reserve the currently available range of tag values (i.e. '4C' to '4F' and '58' to '61') to be context specific for the extension of existing commands in order to avoid misinterpretations on legacy terminals (unless there are other mechanisms to avoid such misinterpretations).

· In case of new commands being defined, part of the already assigned tag values can be re-used in a context specific manner.

· This context specific mechanism could postpone the need for 3 bytes length tags by some releases, if not making the use of 3 bytes tags unnecessary.

CT6 would like to point out that special attention should be paid to backward compatibility when assigning already specified tag values for new commands to be used in a context specific manner.
