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1. Overall Description:

During the review of the changes to TS 102 223 Rel-8/9, SCPTEC(10)0171, in CT6 the clarification made to clause 6.8.7 in the paragraph related to Network Measurement Results (NMR) an ambiguity seems to have been introduced. The added text seems to contradict the last sentence in the paragraph, leading to various interpretations. With the addition of the text the BCCH data object is now only allowed with an access technology that supports the BCCH list. It appears that, before the addition, the indication that the BCCH list is not available for an access technology was done by sending the TLV object with length zero. This option seems to be still mandated in the last sentence.

Even if the intention is not to make any technical changes to the document for the reader it appears as a change of functionality between Rel-7 and Rel-8, the text has changed.
In order to avoid confusion and potentially different technical implementations of the NMR feature between Rel-7 and Rel-8/9 SCP TEC is asked to re-consider the change to this paragraph.
