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1. Overall Description:

ETSI SCP thanks 3GPP WG CT6 for their liaison statement. ETSI SCP would like to inform CT6 that SCP accepted change requests (and related mirrors) in documents SCP(11)0036, SCP(11)0038, SCP(11)0039 and SCP(11)0040 (attached) following the CT6 recommendation in Action 1 and 2.

As far as Action 3 is concerned, SCP noted that CT6 kindly provided an indication that the tag to be allocated could be made context specific, therefore helping optimization of the allocation of remaining RFU values. There was however a concern expressed in SCP TEC that it might be beneficial to allocate a more generic tag than the one requested by 3GPP CT6. It was indeed felt by some companies that a tag for a generic URI would answer the need from CT6 while providing more flexibility (a URI needs to be parsed in any case to check for the overall format). This was however felt by other companies to be a deviation from the 3GPP CT6 request.

As a result and as SCP intends to make the most sensible decision on the topic, SCP decided to postpone the issue until further guidance from CT6 is received.
SCP looks forward to a fruitful collaboration with 3GPP CT6.
