Update to IMS test procedures for multiple IMPUs

BACKGROUND AND INTRODUCTION

CT6 has recently agreed proposed contents of ISIM, as per C6-100620.  The contents of EF_IMPU contains 3 different IMS public identities (IMPU) in C6-100620.  However, RAN5 IMS supporters have mentioned RAN5 test cases cater for 1 IMPU.
Since there is a work split of the IMS test cases between RAN5 and CT6, C6-100620’s goal is to specify the same ISIM test environment, since the same test environment must produce the same test result regardless of which working group specifies the test.  Consequently, one or the other WG would need to adapt its test cases in the case of multiple IMPUs in order to maintain the goal of same test environment.
After examining the uses of multiple IMPUs in TS 24.229 and current market deployments, it can be seen multiple IMPUs have an important purpose, namely emergency calling.  Per TS 24.229, the subscriber is allocated one or more IMPUs, but at least one IMPU must be a SIP URI.  However, identification of the UE to a PSAP in the PSTN domain is not possible without a telephone number. Consequently, TS 24.229 caters for allocating the subscriber another IMPU in the form of a telephone number (tel URI), and the procedures in TS 24.229 include the tel URI in the set of IMPUs passed to the PSAP. 
When the UE contains an ISIM, the IMPUs are provisioned therein.  CT6 allows one or more IMPUs to be stored in the EF_IMPU on the ISIM.  Since the CT6 and RAN5 IMS testing work items aim to execute test cases where the IMS subscription is retained in the ISIM, the ISIM should be configured to reflect real-world market deployments.  In regulatory regions where emergency registration is mandatory, real-world configuration would include a tel URI in the list of IMPUs provisioned on the ISIM.

Consequently, CT6 suggests to RAN5 to adapt test procedures for the multiple IMPU functionality since all IMS registration-related tests cases, including emergency registration, are covered in RAN5. 
PROPOSAL

It is proposed to send a LS to RAN5 to suggest adapting RAN5 test cases as per above.
