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1. Overall Description:

During the preparation of a CR on a different subject, SCP TEC became aware of an inconsistency in ETSI TS 102 223, which also affects 3GPP TS 31.111. It concerns the CAT commands for MMS, which were moved from TS 31.111 to TS 102 223 during Rel. 7.
As condition for the usage of the commands, a bit in the USIM service table named "MMS transfer" is mentioned, which is not assigned.
Further analysis lead to the preliminary conclusion that this bit seems not to be required, as 

· the ENVELOPE (MMS Transfer Status) depends on preceding CAT commands (RETRIEVE or SUBMIT MULTIMEDIA MESSAGE) and no additional bit would be needed to control the envelope; and
· the reference to "MMS transfer" in the section on ENVELOPE (MMS notification download) seems to be wrong, it should read "Multimedia Messages Storage".
Proposed corrections can be found in the attached CR.

As the CAT commands for MMS were originally drafted by 3GPP CT6, SCP TEC would like to solicit feedback from CT6 on their understanding of the situation before approval of a CR. We would like to note that 3GPP TS 31.111 Rel. 6 is affected in the same manner and would like to suggest to CT6 to consider a similar CR.
