CR#224 is the one resulting from the CT6 request to reserve two values for the event list. Additionally SCP has also reserved two bits in the Terminal profile and also a letter class according to what has been defined by 3GPP CT6.
To reflect this, the reference would need to be updated to reference version 10.4.0 of TS 102 223

CR#220 is only an editorial correction by aligning the wording. There are no functional changes.

CR#222 is about the default routing for CAT over AT. It is basically copying the Annex Q of TS31.111 to ETSI TS 102 223 and aligning the wording with the ETSI specification. Nevertheless some additional work is needed for TS 31.111.
