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During CT6#62 the CR 265r1 "Essential correction to Channel Status After Link Dropped in E-UTRA" has been agreed. The condition under which the UE shall send a Link Dropped event to the UICC has been changed from network coverage loss (caused by switching of the cell) to a graceful release of the channel. 

It has been stated that the UE needs to locally deactivate the EPS bearer to trigger the link dropped event, but that there is no requirement to deactivate the EPS bearer in case of a radio link failure. In conclusion no event "link dropped" would be sent.
On the other hand ETSI TS 102 223, cl. 7.5.11.1 "Channel status event" states

"If the Channel status event is part of the current event list (as set up by the last SET UP EVENT LIST command, see clause 6.4.16), then, when the terminal detects one of the following changes:


· a link enters an error condition;

· [..]
· any other error;

which is not resulting from the execution of a proactive command; 
[..]

Further ETSI TS 102 223, cl. 8.56 states that the link dropped event is related to a network failure "'05' = Link dropped (network failure or user cancellation);"
If a network coverage loss shall not be treated as a network failure within the scope of E-UTRA, then it seems to be recommended to clarify in 3GPP TS 31.111 under which conditions the link dropped event shall be sent or shall not be sent.  
Decisions requested:

COMPRION kindly asks CT6 to clarify under which conditions the link dropped event shall be sent to the UICC.
