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In test 27.22.4.6.3 Open Channel Seq. 6.2 of TS 31.124 an Open Channel wit Bearer Type 0B (E-UTRAN / mapped UTRAN packet service) is executed. When Bearer Type 0B is used, QoS parameters will be included in the proactive command. 

For this test the E-UTRA network simulator is configured to use the default EPS bearer context as defined in "Reference default EPS bearer context #1" in cl. 6.6.1 of TS 36.508. Thus the Default EPS bearer context will be used and no QoS will be transmitted by the network.
As the proactive command contains QoS it is required that also the Terminal Response contains QoS parameters. 
According to TS 31.111, cl. 8.52.5 several QoS parameters of the Terminal Response for an Open Channel with Bearer Type 0B shall be coded according to TS 24.301, cl. 9.9.4.3 "EPS Quality of service". However, TS 24.301, cl. 9.9.4.3 "EPS Quality of service" in the "direction network to UE" does not contain a coding if no QoS are present. 

In conclusion TS 31.111, cl. 8.52.5 does not contain a Bearer TLV coding instruction for the case that no QoS are transmitted by the network. As there is no currently no possibility to provide a valid Bearer TLV coding for this case, there is also no way to correctly perform the test.

Decision requested:

CT6 is kindly asked to clarify the Terminal Response QoS coding for the Bearer Type 0B when no QoS have been transmitted by the network.
