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Figure 1 Network Measurement Results (NMR)
At a particular time, a ME can be either connected to a GERAN, a UTRAN or an E-UTRAN network. 
With the TERMINAL PROFILE the ME indicate the UICC what it is capable of. The support of Network Measurement Results (NMR) on access technology basis is indicated in the Terminal Profile. With the PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION command the UICC requests the ME sending current local information to the UICC. The ME returns the requested local information within a TERMINAL RESPONSE in the NMR as illustrated in Figure 1.
Depending on the connected network (GERAN, UTRAN or E-UTRAN) the ME response the NMR, as specified in the corresponding 3GPP protocol specifications.
Conclusion: 
If the ME is connected to a GERAN network the NMR response is coded as specified in TS 44.018 and includes in the “Measurements Results” information element the measured results and the necessary frequency information.
If the ME is connected to a UTRAN network the NMR response is coded as specified in TS 25.331 and includes in the “MeasurementReport” information element the measured results and the necessary frequency information. 
If the ME is connected to an E-UTRAN network the NMR response is coded as specified in TS 36.331 and includes in the “MeasurementReport” information element the measured results. The necessary frequency information is not included in the “MeasurementReport” information element. Therefore the necessary measured frequency information EARFCN or UARFCN - depending on the measurements scenario - are not included the NMR response.
Decision:  If the ME is connected to the E-UTRAN network and the UICC requests the NMR information the necessary frequency information is missing.  E.g. the EUTRA and UTRA frequency information are missing for reporting Network Measured Results for E-UTRAN.
