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1. Overall Description:

It was observed that current text in TS 24.341 clause 5.3.1.2 references an EF stored on the UICC, but is not worded in a correct way:

NOTE 1:
The PSI of the SC can be SIP URI or tel URI based on operator policy. The PSI of the SC can be obtained using one of the following methods in the priority order listed below:

1)
provided by the user;

2)
if UICC is used, then:

-
if present in the ISIM, then the PSI of the SC is obtained from the EFPSISMSC in DF_TELECOM of the ISIM as per 3GPP TS 31.103 [18];

-
if not present on the ISIM, then the PSI of the SC is obtained from the EFPSISMSC in DF_TELECOM of the USIM as per 3GPP TS 31.102 [19]; or

-
if neither present on the ISIM nor on the USIM, then the PSI of the SC contains the TS‑Service-Centre-Address stored in the EFSMSP in DF_TELECOM as per 3GPP TS 31.102 [19]. If the PSI of the SC is based on the E.164 number from the TS‑Service-Centre-Address stored in the EFSMSP in DF_TELECOM then the URI constructed can be either a tel URI or a SIP URI (using the "user=phone" SIP URI  parameter format).
The text above refers to "DF_TELECOM of the ISIM" and to "DF_TELECOM of the USIM": in both cases, the file is the same one, located in the DF_TELECOM directly under the MF of the card. The difference is in the procedure to access that file, depending on the availability of the corresponding service in the service table (EF-IST for the ISIM or EF-UST for the USIM).

For this reason, CT6 would like to recommend CT1 to modify the text in the following way:
NOTE 1:
The PSI of the SC can be SIP URI or tel URI based on operator policy. The PSI of the SC can be obtained using one of the following methods in the priority order listed below:

1)
provided by the user;

2)
if UICC is used, then:

-
if an ISIM is present in the ISIM, then the PSI of the SC is obtained from the EFPSISMSC in DF_TELECOM of the ISIM as per 3GPP TS 31.103 [18];

-
if an ISIM is not present on the ISIM, then the PSI of the SC is obtained from the EFPSISMSC in DF_TELECOM of the USIM as per 3GPP TS 31.102 [19]; or

-
if neither present on the ISIM nor on the USIMthe PSI of the SC is not available in EFPSISMSC in DF_TELECOM, then the PSI of the SC contains the TS‑Service-Centre-Address stored in the EFSMSP in DF_TELECOM as per 3GPP TS 31.102 [19]. If the PSI of the SC is based on the E.164 number from the TS‑Service-Centre-Address stored in the EFSMSP in DF_TELECOM then the URI constructed can be either a tel URI or a SIP URI (using the "user=phone" SIP URI  parameter format).
During the discussion, CT6 considered also the alternative text that allows verification of the USIM Service Table in the case where ISIM is present, but the service is not available in the ISIM Service Table, but it was concluded that it would not be correct: if the ISIM application is present in the UICC, it shall take precedence on the USIM application for all the IMS related matters.

CT6 is aware that the proposed change applies to a note but would like to highlight that the error is present from Rel-8 on.

CT6 looks forward to the continuing, fruitful cooperation.
