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1. Overall Description:

CT6 has reviewed the CR accepted by ETSI SCP in SCP(13)000097 and believes that such change might create a backward compatibility issue in the market, because the bit in the TERMINAL PROFILE used by 3GPP suddenly assumes a new meaning:
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As a consequence of this change, an existing terminal that supports only MO short message control according to 3GPP specifications would suddenly indicate to the UICC that it also supports the same procedure according to 3GPP2 specifications, even if it does not. A compliant terminal would suddenly give wrong information to the UICC in the TERMINAL PROFILE.

For this reason, CT6 thinks that it would be more appropriate to avoid re-using the same bit for 3GPP2.
Regarding the opportunity to transfer sections relevant to MO short message control from 3GPP TS 31.111 to ETSI TS 102 223, as suggested, CT6 would like to note that there are some parts that are specific for 3GPP, such as the RP_destination_address. For this reason, CT6 would prefer to keep the text in 3GPP TS 31.111 and have 3GPP2 reference this specification, with appropriate modifications.

CT6 kindly requests ETSI SCP to take the comment on re-usage of the same bit of the TERMINAL PROFILE for 3GPP2 into account and re-consider if changes in CR SCP(13)000097 are appropriate.

CT6 kindly requests 3GPP2 TSG-AC to take the above into account when defining procedures related to MO short message control.
