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Discussion and Approval
1. Introduction
The LAUNCH BROWSER command and related events were introduced to the ETSI and 3GPP specifications when all UEs supported a WAP based browser experience. The WAP based browsing experience has become obsolete as UE browsers have gone through a significant evolution.

Based on the market feedback received from GCF CAG in the "Reply LS to CT6 about Mandatory or Optional UICC features" [1] the current deployments only use LAUNCH BROWSER command with URL and the other fields

2. Discussion

2.1 Mandates related to the LAUNCH BROWSER command

ETSI TS 102 223 mandates the following for terminals implementing LAUNCH BROWSER:

"If the gateway addresses and/or the bearer objects are present in the command and are non null data objects, then the browser shall use these data to request content using the URL."
According to ETSI TS 102 223 a class “C” capable terminal shall support:

· “requesting the terminal to launch the browser corresponding to a URL” (no mention of proxy or other parameters)
· Indication of supported mark-up languages (21st byte of the terminal profile download)

· Support for Browsing status event.

3GPP TS 31.124 V11.4.0 tests the above features with the following test cases:

· 27.22.2

Contents of the TERMINAL PROFILE command
· 27.22.4.26

LAUNCH BROWSER
· 27.22.7.9

Browser termination event
· 27.22.7.16
Browsing status event (test sequence is TBD) 

All the above test cases are part of the GCF certification.

2.2 Consequences

A terminal that does not support the Browsing status events and only the URL field of the launch browser command cannot indicate its support of LAUNCH BROWSER in the terminal profile.

This has resulted in applets in the field ignoring the terminal profile and using the LAUNCH BROWSER command knowing that the ME did not support the feature.  It is also a challenge to explain to operators why the ME capabilities do not match the terminal profile. It is clear that the applets in the field don’t make use of any other option than URL in the LAUNCH BROWSER command.

Test case issues:

· since all the related test cases assume that all terminals support WAP based browsing experience they would even fail terminals that support all the features mentioned above but don't support WAP based browsing experience

· an ME that indicates support for LAUNCH BROWSER command would need to pass all the above test cases

· currently there is no test coverage for terminals that support LAUNCH BROWSER with URL only
3. Proposal

Modifying/correct the current LAUNCH BROWSER test cases applicability and test sequence to accommodate testing for terminals that:

· support the LAUNCH BRAWSER command with URL only

· don't support any other field of the LAUNCH BROWSER command

· don't support Browser Termination and Browser Status events
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
