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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT6 thanks ETSI ESI for informing about the ongoing work on Electronic Signatures in Mobile Environment.
3GPP CT6 noticed that the Secure Element that has the functionalities for the signatures could be located in the same UICC used to access 3GPP network (referred generically as SIM in the draft of the specification). 3GPP CT6 has recently discussed how additional services present on the UICC might negatively impact the user experience and ability to access 3GPP network.
For this reason, CT6 would like to draw the attention of ETSI TC ESI to the attached liaison statement (C6-130181) and to invite ETSI TC ESI to coordinate with ETSI TC SCP so that potential issues are avoided.
CT6 is looking forward to a fruitful collaboration.
