1. Overall Description:

During CT6 #71, 3GPP CT6 sent a response LS to ETSI SCP and ETSI SCP TEC in document C6-140095, commenting  on the technical proposal made in document SCPTEC(13)000091r1 to solve the problem of UICC interface blocked for long periods of time:
Regarding the technical proposal made in document SCPTEC(13)000091r1, CT6 would like to feed back that while CT6 members have shown interest in the proposed solution, they will require more time to analyse its technical impacts. CT6 would like to report that there were questions as to how the UICC would be in a position to measure accurately the time elapsed since the beginning of the processing of a command.

CT6 would like to inform that no further comments were provided on such proposal during CT6 #72 and thus CT6 agrees that this would be a valid way forward and does not have any concern with it.
Ongoing discussions are taking place in CT6 regarding a specific requirement in TS 31.101 for the maximum duration during which the UICC-ME interface can be blocked, matching the value of 6 seconds already communicated to SCP in C6-140095.
CT6 would like to agree a related requirement in Rel-12, as this is considered an important issue that occurs in the field with serious consequences. Anyway, it was noted during the discussion that its implementation might be complicated without proper support in the UICC framework.

For this reason, CT6 is inviting ETSI SCP TEC and ETSI SCP to prioritize the work and confirm that the changes can be completed during Release 12.
CT6 is looking forward to a fruitful collaboration.
