Documents C6-140446 to C6-140449 supersede documents C6-140257 to C6-140260 respectively and are a set of documents that relate to USAT application pairing. Document C6-140446 was presented and noted as the meeting decided to discuss the related change requests.
About document C6-140447, Qualcomm expressed a concern about the procedure described in TS 33.187 as its details do not appear to cater for timing aspects and are currently detrimental to the USIM initialization time. Ericsson wondered if the way of storing the IMEI white list is sufficient to address a potentially very large amount of values. Gemalto replied that this is the reason why ranges were defined. Ericsson added that they had concern about the level of details found in the SA3 specification, as the definition of the technical realization of the security requirements is in the scope of CT6. A revision of the change requests was prepared in document C6-140468. Qualcomm mentioned that EFAD can only be read after the PIN verification, which means that from a timing standpoint, there is no difference from using a PIN-protected file to store this information (such as EFUST as previously proposed). A further revision was provided in document C6-140490 which was postponed.
Document C6-140448 was revised to document C6-140469 and then to document C6-140500. Qualcomm commented that they still have concerns about the use of EFAD. Qualcomm also asked what would happen in case a REFRESH command would be issued after the file is updated, considering the file READ access condition is set to ADM. Document C6-140500 was postponed.
About document C6-140449, Qualcomm noted that the UST needs to be accessed in order to check if the service is supported. Qualcomm added that the UST is PIN-protected while the file EFIPD defined as a READ access condition set to ALW. Qualcomm also wondered why the link to the EFIPD is defined in EFIPS as EFIPD cannot be read by the device (READ access condition set to ADM). Gemalto explained that only some specific devices would be able to access EFIPD and that other devices should basically ignore the link information.
