	According to TS 24.301 it is not possible to request a second PDN connection without sending the APN, therefore the nework provided APN can only be used for the default PDN connection estabhlished during the registration.
The test sequence in 9.1.5 has 3 goals:

1) To verify that if ACL is enabled and if no APN is indicated in the EPS Bearer the terminal request the EPS Bearer activation only if "network provided APN" is contained within EFACL.

2) To verify that the user is able to set an APN in EFACL entry to the value "network provided APN".

3) To verify that the minimum set of APN entries in EFACL is ensured when the user deletes APN entries

The first goal cannot be verified successfully, as per TS 24.301.
The second and third goals are already verified in sequence 9.1.2
