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As a permanent action for CT6 there is the review of agreed CRs in ETSI SCP. This document analyses the changes made to TS 102 223 and the impacts on 3GPP TS 31.111.

The Rel-4 up to Rel-9 version of TS 31.111 all reference the latest available and published version of ETSI TS 102 223.

· CR#237 in SCP(12)000256 is also important for 3GPP to provide the additional information about the classes to be supported to clarify the ME behaviour. The CR does not change the behaviour of the command or terminal profile.

(comment: The CR seems to be based on version 11.0.0 of TS 102 223. This is at least stated on the CR cover sheet. But the change does not appear in V11.1.0. Possibly a missed CR during creation of version 11.1.0) 

· CR#238 has no impact on 3GPP as encapsulated CAT is not part of 31.111 (not needed by 3GPP)

· CR#239 is a clarification for the coding of the Address element as the previous description with only the link to the AND coding was mis-leading. This is also useful for 3GPP.

· CR#241 has no impact, as the change is related to eCAT which is not used by 3GPP
· CR#245 has no impact, as the change is related to eCAT which is not used by 3GPP

· CR#255 has no impact, as the change is related to eCAT which is not used by 3GPP

· CR#259 has no impact, as the change is related to eCAT which is not used by 3GPP

· CR#260 is also useful for 3GPP as the CR clarifies the behaviour of terminals of type ND or type NK for the case they support the SET UP CALL command.

Recommendation is to update the reference to TS 102 223 V11.3.0

Additional comment:

There is a CR to TS 102 223 missing which should also have been implemented and would have created V11.4.0 but it seems that only the Rel-12 mirror has been implemented until today. (see copy from the draft report of SCP#64 below)
