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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT6 has received the LS on "Specific network availability" and has started discussion and work on the topic, as requested by GSM Association ESIM Subgroup.

Some companies raised questions to understand the use case and the requirements, in order to be able to work on the request and to find the most appropriate technical solution for it. 

After an initial discussion, CT6 indicates that clarification for some of the requirements is still required and that this is essential to specify a technical solution. In particular, these are some of the questions raised during the meeting:
· As scanning for PLMN has a power impact on the terminal and considering power optimizations being done in MTC devices, what are the requirement in terms of power consumption for the requested solution?

· What are the acceptable delays and time considerations to detect and report availability of a certain PLMN (non HPLMN) after this has become available?

· Can GSM Association describe how the information provided by the terminal would be used by the eUICC?

· Has GSM Association considered the possible concerns about giving to MNO A coverage information for a competitor MNO B and what is the conclusion on this? How would this be mitigated?
· Are the use cases envisioned by GSM Association for stationary devices only or also for moving terminals?

· Can GSM Association elaborate further on the lack of roaming and also on the case where the device happens to be in a roaming?

· Should the solution take into account the possibility to be extended also to 3GPP2 systems in future?

· Does the solution need to consider availability only for specific Radio Access Technologies?

· Should the feature be disabled in case manual network selection is selected?

3GPP CT6 encourages GSM Association to provide additional details on top of what is asked above, if available, as these would help to define an optimal technical solution.

3GPP CT6 looks forward to a continued fruitful cooperation with GSM Association ESIM Subgroup.
