Qualcomm thanked Morpho Cards for explaining the background rationale as they felt the liaison statement is rather vague. Morpho Cards explained that they would provide additional support material (see document C6-150268). Qualcomm noted that the device hosting the embedded UICC may be able to list the Profiles on the UICC and act depending on a logic the owner of which is not clearly identified. Qualcomm proposed that a reply LS be sent to the GSM Association asking for clarification and details about their enquiry. Qualcomm proposed to copy SA1. Morpho Cards felt that CT6 could already work on a technical proposal to provide with this liaison statement. Qualcomm was reluctant to do so with only assumptions as a basis. Comprion wondered if consideration had been given to the use of a REFRESH command indicating a new IMSI (from the original network) therefore forcing a scanning by the ME. Morpho Cards answered that this option would leave it up to the UICC to trigger scanning by the ME, with no guarantee of availability of the targeted network. This could end up being very inefficient from a power consumption and signalling standpoint. Qualcomm pointed out that a simple solution to the issue could be to allow multiple enabled Profiles.

Morpho Cards mentioned that they would provide a draft technical solution (see section 8.2).

Document C6-150229 is a new proposal for TR 31.829 assessing the coverage of ISIM testing in 3GPP. Qualcomm noted that some test cases can be seen as implicitly covered by others. This was acknowledged by Gemalto which added that maybe some tests could be combined during the normative work. Qualcomm asked what the next steps are. Gemalto answered that they would like CT6 to develop their own part of the tests rather than having to contribute to RAN. Gemalto added that this CT6 deliverable may only reference to existing tests when relevant but would at least be maintained by CT6. It was agreed that for tests that are identified as partially covering the conformance requirements listed, joint work would have to be performed with RAN5. Microsoft asked if the proposed additions increase the coverage of the testing. This was confirmed by Gemalto which explained that the goal is to make sure that the information used in the existing tests actually come from the ISIM and not from parameters stored by the Terminal. Qualcomm noted that some recommendations recommend the use of a probe and to have an additional scenario, even if the test are already covered. Qualcomm asked if these proposals are exclusive or if they should both be implemented. Gemalto answered that it could be a mix of the two and did not rule out the possibility of one option covering all the needs. Qualcomm noted that for some existing tests for USIM, there are no test cases to specifically check that the values used come from the card and not from the ME memory. Comprion explained that the test cases are usually designed to have different value of parameters so that it is ensured that the values are read from the UICC.
The document was revised and eventually re-issued as draft TR 31.829 which the group considered ready for approval. For this reason, it was decided to raise the version number to v2.0.0 and send the TR to CT Plenary directly for approval.
