Document C6-150442 is a discussion document from Intel intending to discuss whether the precedence of USIM-stored parameters over ME-stored parameters for NAS Configuration applies to whole sets of parameters or to each individual parameter. BlackBerry asked if CT1 made a decision on this topic. Intel answered that CT1 currently considers set of parameters rather than individual parameters. BlackBerry wondered if there would be issues managing grey-market devices if MNOs only provision a subset of parameters in the USIM and parameter precedence is considered on an individual basis. Qualcomm challenged the understanding of Intel about CT1 having made a decision on the topic and noted that for ProSe parameters, the precedence is considered on an individual basis. Qualcomm also expressed a concern with having assumptions about implicit values for parameters which might not even exist in the release that the USIM complies with (which may be earlier than the one the ME implements). Intel replied that in any case, the content of TS 31.102 is incomplete and inconsistent. Intel made the proposal to consider precedence for the whole set of parameters. BlackBerry felt that it should be mandatory that the whole set of parameters is provisioned on the card. Intel felt that it would be more practical for operators to have a consistent approach and either use all parameters on the USIM or all parameters on the ME, but not mix and match those. Morpho Cards replied that it should probably be the opposite considering that only a subset of the devices will use that power optimisation feature. Qualcomm replied that this length is anyway negotiated with the network. Morpho Cards asked how the negotiation mechanism works. Qualcomm answered that they would need to ask for such details to give them to CT6. Gemalto asked that the behaviour when roaming is clarified. A revision was provided in document C6-150470 and Qualcomm explained that the eDRX cycle is not stored in the HSS. Gemalto expressed concerns with potentially going to poll intervals that are in a very different order of magnitude from what is usually used. Morpho Cards stated that they would like to get the opinion of network operators about the use of a bit in EF_AD. A further revision was provided in document C6-150479 but did not reach agreement.
