In the latter case, this would mean that the UPDATE access right for the DCN-ID information would have to be different from ADM. The meeting decided to add TS 31.111 as a potentially impacted specification as there might be a need to enhance the PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION command as well as the OPEN CHANNEL command. A number of revisions were presented, with the last in document C6-160391 being endorsed by CT6 as the CT6 objectives were reflected.
