SSP status
In the latest available version of TS 33.899 [1], SA3 has approved a requirement for the storage and processing of the subscription credentials in a 5G system, adding more flexibility in addition to the existing UICC platform, already in use within the 3GPP eco-system.

Interim Agreement

Requirements in clause 5.5.3.1.3  are the agreed requirements for storage and processing of subscription credentials in the normative work for Phase 1.

The solutions for credentials storage and processing in Phase 1 shall be the UICC and the new SSP (Smart Secure Platform) under discussion in ETSI SCP (with the caveats that the SSP is defined within the Rel 15 timeframe and if it complies with the requirements in 5.5.3.1.3).

NOTE 1: 
If the SSP is not available in Rel 15 then the related part of the interim agreement has to be revisited.

NOTE 2: 
Additional solutions can be considered in the normative phase if they comply with the requirements in clause 5.5.3.1.3.

NOTE 3: 
3GPP CT6 is in charge of specifying the NextGen USIM and additional non security requirements to the tamper resistant secure hardware component.




The agreement described in TS 33.899 [1] clearly mentions the expectation that SSP work must be completed by ETSI SCP in time to be referenced by 3GPP for the Rel.15.

This agreement in SA3 was notified to other relevant groups, including ETSI SCP and CT6 in LS S3-170963 (C6-170251). In that LS, SA3 group requested:
	3GPP SA3 expects a solution available in Release 15 timeframe and therefore requests ETSI TC SCP, ETSI TC SCP REQ and ETSI TC SCP TEC to accelerate their work on the SSP.


The LS was already presented in ETSI SCP during the last SCP meeting (SCP #78, on April 6 and 7, 2017). At that time, the following decisions were taken:
· SCP REQ has scheduled an additional extra meeting from May 30 to June 1 (SCPREQ #64)
· SCP has assigned an Action Item for SCP TEC (Action 78/04) to start discussions on SSP based on the current draft of TS 103 465.
· it was discussed that SCP TEC can open a new work item for SSP and begin submitting contributions
ETSI SCP has responsed in SCP(17)000061r1 (C6-170253), indicating the intention to take into account the timeline requested by SA3 and to try to complete the work in time for the Rel.15.
	Currently, the Stage-1 work on the SSP is planned to be completed by June 2017 and the Stage-2 and 3 work will start in Q2 2017.

ETSI TC SCP has decided to prioritize the work on the SSP with regard to the 3GPP needs within ETSI TC SCP REQ and ETSI TC SCP TEC. ETSI TC SCP will do its best to provide a solution within the 3GPP Release 15 timeframe.

Proposal for SSP
In light of the outcome of the discussion between ETSI SCP and SA3, and of the attempt to speed up the SSP development in time for the Rel.15 closure, it seems reasonable that CT6 considers the SSP as a potential platform for Rel.15, in addition to the existing UICC, already specified in TS 31.101 [2].
CT6 is currently working on an existing Study Item, tracked by the identifier FS_NG_SP2 (refer to document CP-170183), with the following objective:

Objective

The objective of this study item is to develop potential  technical requirements for capabilities for a secure platform hosting 3GPP applications. CT6 intends to feed the result of the work to ETSI TC SCP, so that it can be taken into account during the definition of their use cases and requirements for this new secure element.


Given the prioritization ongoing in ETSI SCP for the next generation platform (SSP) and the short time before the completion of Rel.15, it is suggested to suspend the work on this Study Item, and rather focus on the effort to have 3GPP applications running on top of the SSP that ETSI SCP is currently defining, as soon as sufficient information becomes available from ETSI SCP to enable starting technical work in 3GPP.
As per the tentative timeline described by ETSI SCP, the stage 3 work for the SSP is supposed to start in Q2 of 2017. Depending on the time that ETSI SCP requires to proceed, parts of the specifications could become available before the end of the year, allowing 3GPP work to proceed in parallel.
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
