In all previous access technologies, the temporary identities, in the form of TMSI, P-TMSI or GUTI, was stored in the USIM. TS 23.501 [9] clause 5.9.4 defines a new 5G-GUTI, that is allocated by the AMF and is common to both 3GPP and non-3GPP access. As mentioned in TS 24.501 [xx] Annex C, 5G-GUTI shall be stored in the USIM along with other NAS security context parameters, if the corresponding file is present on the USIM.
So, a new USIM service table bit needs to be introduced for 5G NAS security context. A new EF also needs to be introduced to store the 5G NAS security context, including 5G-GUTI.
Editor’s Note:	It is for further study if the 5G-GUTI is required to be stored in the USIM.
