1. Overall Description
ETSI TC SCP TEC would like to inform 3GPP TSG CT WG6 that it reviewed the proposed change in 3GPP TS 31.101 to add a new APDU command (GET SUCI) with CLA byte as '80' and INS byte as '77'.
ETSI TC SCP TEC has the following comments:

· INS byte of '77' is an odd INS code and shall be used only if the command and response data are to be encapsulated in BER-TLV objects.

· Since the USIM application can be selected on any logical channel, the CLA byte should not be limited only to the default logical channel.
ETSI TC SCP TEC proposes to:

· define a new generic command in TS 102 221 (GET IDENTITY) that can then be used by 3GPP for SUCI retrieval. This allows the command to be used for other purposes outside of 3GPP.

· reserve a bit in either P1 or P2 for specific reference data.

This is on the same lines as the definition of AUTHENTICATE in ETSI and 3GPP.
ETSI TC SCP TEC looks forward to a continuation of the fruitful cooperation between the two organisations.
2. Actions: 
ETSI TC SCP TEC kindly asks 3GPP TSG CT6 to:
· confirm if the ETSI proposal of defining a generic GET IDENTITY command is acceptable;
· confirm if INS byte needs to be even INS code, odd INS code or both;
· provide information on the length and formatting of the elements in the inputs and outputs as needed;
· provide the CT6 document that details the usage of the new command.
