6.Test environment

The group agrees to use the same AID coding rules as the UICC test specification (ETSI TS 102 268) and keep a reserved number for unused part as access API or system API.

Besides it is decided that the CAP files shall be located in a “javacard” folder as done by default by the SUN converter. But in the test source, the javacard folder shall not be included in the path specified by the CAP_FILE_PATH variable.

The test’s acronyms will follow the rules defined in ETSI TS 102 268 and the package path will begin with: ‘uicc.usim.test.xxx’ (xxx stands for ‘usatframework’ or ‘toolkit’).

Following the recent naming change of our working group the package name for the interface definition shall be updated to reflect this change. Then the new package name is “org._3gpp.ct.wg6.usim.jcapi.xxx”. Document C6-a01009 reflects this change in the Test API Interface.

7. Specification and tests Review
- MEE presents its contribution C6-a01001 TKR Tests. This document is updated since the one delivered on the mailing list. This update mainly includes AID corrections and other editorial corrections as change of the variable name CLASS_AID to CLASS_AID_1. Few more remarks on this document:

· The package path is not consistent with the package name. Folder “test” is missing in the path.

· The cap files shall be delivered in a “javacard” folder located under the test.

· AIDs shall be updated to be consistent with ETSI TS 101 220 and the 3GPP PIX numbers.

· Interface package name is updated to fit with the new naming defined in previous section.

· Some class name definitions do not correspond to file name definition.

9. Any other Business

9.1 3GPP TS 51.013 issue

3GPP TS 51.013 v5.3.0 is now available but some points are still pending:

· The CR 17 was not taken into account correctly: only the scr file was updated, but the java file and the ldr file were forgotten in the update.

· CR 18 and CR 19 are missing in this version despite they were approved at T3 and T.

· In the clr file of API_1_SVW_UPDRSBS_BSS, the restoring of files is not done.

The ETSI secretary is informed of these problems and a new version is expected.

· A testcase is also duplicated in the specification part. It is testcase 3 of test API_1_SVW_SLCTS_BSS.

· Another issue is raised about the forward compatibility of some tests that may be run on card implementing release 6. The issue is about the applet deletion when an object is still referenced by a static field. According to release 6 specification, this reference shall be released before applet deletion. It is for example the case in the test FWK_TIN_TMAL. OCS will parse the TS 51.013 for this kind of problem and will provide a CR.

3GPP TS 31.213 delivery slides presentation is updated for next CT6 #35 meeting.

A section is added to inform CT6 on issues discovered on 3GPP TS 51.013
