7.1 Api 

No remark.

7. 2 Usat framework

- STIncard made several remarks on the delivered tests:

· Test_Ufw_Mha_Pahd and Test_Ufw_Mha_Phrd. After a reset it is not consistent to send an Envelope command before the terminal profile, as the applet may be triggered or not, depending of the implementation.  So tests should be modified to support both behaviours. Test and specification have been updated and delivered as document C6-a060162, for tests,  and C6-a060163 , for specification.

· Test_Ufw_Csm_Proc : Terminal profile command is missing before the package loading and the applet deletion.

· Test_Ufw_Hin_Enhd : Some terminal response have to be changed according to the remarks send by STIncard on the email list.

· Test_Api_2_Gsdo, Test_Api_2_Gsml, Test_Api_2_Gtpo: The length of some TP_DU TLVs is not correct. Tests shall be updated.

- MEE presented the updated specification and test for the Minimum Handler availability part:

· Specification : In tests Test_Ufw_Mha_Pahd and Test_Ufw_Mha_Prhd, test cases where an envelope command is send before the terminal profile were suppressed. The new specification is delivered in documents C6-a060155
· Tests : The corresponding test were updated accordingly. New tests are delivered in document C6-a060157
- Sagem Orga presented new tests on EnvelopeHandler integrity (HIN_ENHD).  Some tests cases have been updated according the actions point 10.  New tests were  delivered in documents C6-a060159
