Sagem Orga believed that this undermines the security and is not inline with the spirit of storing data in the USIM.

Gemalto mentioned that the file can be updated OTA as well as by the ME and this could create synchronization issues as there is no separation between end-user updatable content and MNO-manageable content as for PLMN. France Telecom supported the Gemalto statement. T-Mobile believed that this is a CT1 issue and that a clear action is requested from CT1. Infineon mentioned that CT1 already created CRs on their specifications based on the assumption that CT6 performed the change. Gemalto believed that the request from CT1 conflicts with the SA1. T-Mobile wondered if there would be a user interface to modify the CSG list from the end-user. If not this could be considered as a DM-managed operator file on the USIM

Vodafone had an input at CT#43 for the modification of CSG list access rights (CP-090099, withdrawn as CT advised this document to be discussed in CT6) and this input was recycled in document C6-090160.

The decision was made to prepare a liaison statement highlighting the concerns of CT6 on the matter in C6-090159. Document C6-090147 was noted.

The Chairman explained that this liaison statement originates from CT Plenary where a contribution by Nokia expressed concerns about the way ETSI SCP specifications were referenced in CT6 specifications. The document was opened jointly with C6-090149, which is the reply liaison statement from ETSI SCP on the topic. A late Vodafone input on the topic was proposed in C6-090155, the document was presented as well in order to have a discussion.

Gemalto supported the Vodafone comments in C6-090155. Sun Microsystems believed that the proposal from CT would result to unnecessary addition/creation of workload. Sun Microsystems mentioned that coordination is achieved today on a release basis but see a great deal of complexity in dealing with references on a version basis.

Sagem Orga believed that it would create practical problems if a version would contain a non-desirable feature but the following one would introduce a requested feature, e.g. 7.5.0 referenced, 7.6.0 not accepted, then feature desired in 7.7.0.

Comprion wondered about the priority management between core and test specifications.

France Telecom believed that the main focus should be set on improving the current working process. T-Mobile wondered if a way forward would be that TS 102 221 and core specs be transferred to CT6.

Telecom Italia reminded the delegates that SCP really cares about the platform specifications. Sun Microsystems supported the statement as well that SCP is a multi customer committee and that it would be complex to import specifications.

NEC commented that they favour the version based reference as some companies are not represented in ETSI and do not have a chance to weigh in at the moment a decision is made in ETSI. NEC believed that identifying the "controversial" features and deciding whether they should be imported or not should be possible in CT6. Sagem Orga and France Telecom believed that a finer referencing and applicability of specifications could also take care of NEC's concerns.
Nokia commented that the liaison statement from SCP in C6-090149 mentioned the high-speed as the only reason for delay. Nokia pointed out that contactless work took a lot of time in Rel-7 for SCP but reckoned that contactless does not impact 3GPP. The Chairman asked Nokia if their main reason for concerns about importing SCP features in 3GPP was power consumption issues. This was confirmed by Nokia.

T-Mobile wondered if CT left CT6 a choice. The understanding in the room is that CT6 can propose an alternate way forward. A reply liaison statement was drafted in C6-090161 (see section 17) and the document was noted.

Nokia believed that it should be made clear that the PIN should be reset only if an application different from the USIM is selected. Gemalto believed the issue highlighted by Nokia is valid.

Will the PIN verification status be reset after the Application activation/reset or will it be unaffected, we have seen UICC’s in the fields that doesn’t do that?

Would it be feasible to change 102.221 chapter 9.3.2?
3) T-Mobile believe that this needs a clarification. Nokia is willing to contribute a CR against TS 31.111 in order to make the issue clearer.

It was clarified that in the context of REFRESH command, as per ETSI TS 102 223, the NAA shall be initialized after the PIN entry. A proposed way forward was to insert a reference to TS 102 223 when describing the 3G session reset in TS 31.111. RIM highlighted that it is clearly forbidden to use the USIM initialization procedure when updating the content of EF_IMSI. Additionally, it was pointed out that the EF_IMSI changing procedure allows the use of the 3G session reset, which is a contradiction in TS 31.111.

The Chairman enquired about any objection to the principle of the liaison statement. Nokia mention that they have an issue with the mention of additional workload. T-Mobile wondered if the releases are really synchronized between ETSI SCP and 3GPP. The Chairman confirmed that the intent in SCP is to freeze releases one meeting cycle before 3GPP does.

The LS was edited online. Nokia believed that the liaison statement back to CT should be short and mentioning that CT6 understands that changes are needed in the way ETSI SCP references are managed. Sun Microsystems believed that moving to a version-based referencing would be difficult to live with. Nokia stated that another option would be to merge 3GPP CT6 and TC SCP. T-Mobile believed that such a decision was not likely to be made in CT6 and that if companies have strong feelings about a merge, they should raise them where appropriate. The Chairman cut the discussion short as there was a clear understanding that there would be no consensus about mentioning this in the liaison statement.

Telecom Italia, France Telecom and Gemalto expressed that there is a feeling for them and other companies that nothing is wrong in the relationship between SCP and CT6 and that companies pushing for a change should be ready to compromise when writing this liaison statement. They felt that entering this discussion is already a compromise on their side and that each has to put some effort in progressing.
