Udo suggested to include the new UCS2 tests in separate chapters instead of the continuation with the existing UCS2 tests in Russian. The reason for having an independent chapter is that some MEs may not be able to support all different character sets in UCS2. These options were added to the option feature table A.1 and the applicability table was updated accordingly to cater for the new UCS2 test.  

Besides adding the UCS2 test in Chinese, Udo proposed to include the Katagana and Hiragana. However, additional Hiragana test was withdrawn due to the fact that the proposed characters could not be coded with the 0x81 coding format for UCS2. 

The document was revised to document C6-a02009 and it was agreed for sending this version for approval in SCP Plenary #21.

Document C6-a02002 contains the additional UCS2 test in Chinese. The document was revised to C6-a02010 with several modifications:

· Add Katagana language in the test

· Add a new test procedure for each language

· Add new option features in the table A.1

· Align the applicability table

Document C6-a02003 contains the status summary of all the approved and postponed CR from 3GPP CT6#35 meeting. It was mentioned that some CT6 delegates objected to the CR in document C6-050384 as it contains additional tests for release 99. Therefore the document was postponed to the next CT6 meeting and sees the decision that CT will make on the possibility to add new test to existing R99 conformance test. The delegates agreed to re-input the document to the next CT6 plenary and the document C6-050384 is revised to document C6-a020012, to which an enhanced applicability table was added. This CR is also incorporated into CAT test specification as the specification is not released yet so it is possible to include new tests. The new document for CAT Test is C6-a02009.
Document C6-a02004 contains the agenda of this meeting. The document was agreed.
Document C6-a02005 contains the CR to 31.124 Rel-6 on the correction of release dependent EF values. The document was revised to C6-a02008.

As the two test specifications 3GPP TS 31.124 and ETSI TS 102 384 have become big documents, the CT6 and SCP secretaries are also kindly requested to split the specification in several chapters, like it was initiated on v2.0.0 of 3GPP TS 31.124.
Again, the rapporteurs call for more contributors to the elaboration of these test specifications, in particular from handset manufacturers.
