Document C6a100201 is the TR 31.828 UICC access for IMS agreed in Venice (CT6 #56) in document C6-100408. Gemalto presented the document for information. RIM remarked that “UICC application ID” definition should be still discussed. The document has been noted.

Document C6a100202 is the Gemalto contribution on TR 31.828 UICC access for IMS. The document is a revision of C6-100409 presented in Venice (CT6 #56). The document has been commented section by section:

Section 4 – Use cases

RIM would like to have in this section the SA1 requirement agreed in Seoul (SA1 #51). Moreover RIM is afraid that the use cases contained in the Gemalto proposal could be interpreted as normative. Gemalto will propose an alternative text to introduce the use cases in a separate document (C6a100301).

Section 5 – Solution Overview

RIM and Telecom Italia asked for separate clauses for each solution included in the TR. The participants agreed that Solution n° 1 is infeasible and should be deleted form the TR. Solution 2 should be feasible, but need to be described in detail. On Solution 3 RIM made some comments about the association between the user identity and the UICC. When there are more than one IMS device belonging to the same user is not clear in which way the UICC can be informed of the device registration. In fact if the UICC is inserted in Device 1 and Device 2 register itself to IMS there is the need to define a mechanism to inform the UICC of this registration.

Gemalto will provide for the next conference call a document describing Solution 2 (C6a100302) and a document revising Solution 3 (C6a100303)

The document C6a100202 has been noted.
Document C6a100203 is the RIM contribution on TR 31.828 UICC access for IMS. Gemalto commented that with this proposal the UICC is not able to ash the ME to perform the registration, but it has to wait the ME performs it and informs the UICC. RIM answered that usually the ME verify if there are IMS application on the UE and perform the IMS registration. Gemalto is afraid of the fact that some ME performs the registration during the boot and some other on demand. Telecom Italia asked if the UICC is able to send data on IMS using the Open Channel for IMS proactive command after it has been informed of the ME IMS registration. RIM answered that this is possible. Gemalto raised some concerns about the billing management based on IARI and said that it should not possible to differentiate billing policy per IARI.
RIM will provide for the next conference call a document describing better its solution (C6a100304).

The document C6a100203 has been noted.

The conference call participants decided to have another ad-hoc meeting before CT6 #57. The next ad-hoc meeting will be November the 9th from 14:00 CET to 16:00 CET.
