New railway station Asakusa of Tsukuba express opened on 24th August 2005 and it connects Asakusa to Electric City Akihabara, where you can find an Akihabara Denki Street - stretch of electric shoppers which is an internationally well-known place for guests to visit.  Akihabara is 2 stations from Asakusa by Tsukuba express train. Exciting town called Ueno is very close to Asakusa, and guests can enjoy a big market. Keisei Skyliner is an ideal transport from Narita airport to Ueno. It is a super express train designed to transfer travelers to Ueno.

Taking a Taxi from the Airport to the hotel is not recommended, as it costs you extremely high. (Approximately 20,000 yen and 100 minutes)

There is no limousine bus operated between airport and hotel. Taking Express train is most recommended.
Take a Keisei Skyliner that connects Narita Airport directly to downtown. It takes 60 minutes from Airport Terminal 2 to Keisei Ueno Station. 
Then, take a taxi from Ueno Station to the hotel. It usually costs you less than 1,000 yen and 5 minutes.
A flat sum of 1,000 yen will be reimbursed to all the delegates at the hotel check-in desk, regardless of whether or not a taxi is taken.

Useful Information about TOKYO(Asakusa)
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Asakusa is on the north-east fringe of Central Tokyo, at the Eastern end of the Ginza subway line, approximately one mile east of the major Ueno railway/subway interchange. It is central to the area referred to as Shitamachi, which literally means "downtown". As the name suggests, the area has a less frenetic and more traditional Japanese atmosphere than other neighbourhoods of Tokyo. One of the most famous, must-see things in Asakusa is Sensoji (also known as Asakusa Kannon Temple), which is very close to the hotel.

Money & Foreign Exchange

Japan's currency, the yen, is available in 1, 5, 10, 50, 100 & 500 coins, as well  as 1000, 2000, 5000 and 10,000 notes. (Note that some vending and ticket machines do not accept new 500 yen coins or 2000 yen notes.) Most major currencies can be exchanged (into yen) at the airport and banks, hotels, and the Central Post Office
Tax and Tipping

Tipping is not customary in Japan. Restaurants' bills are usually paid at a cash register on the way out and the service charge is included in the price. Taxi fares are usually displayed on a meter in the front of the cab and drivers do not expect to receive any more than the displayed amount. However, when shopping or eating out, 5% consumer tax will be charged.
Electricity
The electricity supply in Tokyo is 100V AC 50Hz, with a two-pronged plug / socket arrangement.
