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1. Overall Description:

Since the definition of a UE in 3GPP is “all of the User's Equipment”, SA3 believe that there is no need to change the definition of a UE to align with the definition in TISPAN.

Also, SA3 believe that changing the definition of ISIM;

“to allow for legacy TISPAN devices capable of accessing IMS services and have no capability to accommodate UICC card, to obtain the required IMS parameters to access IMS by other methods than UICC”;
e.g. specifically for NASS Bundled Authentication, would not be appropriate. 

The reason being that the SA3 considers the ISIM as a collection of 3GPP defined authentication mechanisms and identities on a UICC to allow connection to the 3GPP/TISPAN IMS. This is reflected in TS 33.203 and the TISPAN initiated CR, which added annex L, always assumes that a physical UICC and ISIM are present in at least one component of the UE, i.e. in the IMS Residential Gateway IRG or in the TE (where the IMS client resides) even if the legacy component of the UE cannot support a UICC and ISIM.

It is SA3’s understanding that NASS bundled authentication does not use UICCs or any of the authentication mechanisms in an ISIM, so the use of the term in NASS bundled authentication specifications would be misleading and SA3 sees no need to reduce the scope of the definition of an ISIM to just the public and private IMS identities only.

SA3 also reviewed the CR to 21.905  and expressed the concern this could change the scope of the definition with respect to all the 3GPP TSs and TRs. Also some SA3 delegates considered that the addition of a note rather then changes to normative text did not achieve the clarification that TISPAN claimed was needed.
