1. Overall Description
During the PTCRB meeting taken place in US last November, a question was raised that whether USAT test cases were band dependent or independent.
After an internal analysis and short discussion with one of validation organizations, it was addressed that the USAT test cases were band independent at the moment.  However, it appears that further background analysis information for the statement in RFT status report of USAT is needed.
The following is SEQAL's opinion on this, and the attached file contains the test cases that initially brought up the issue.
- All of the USAT test cases are to verify that a ME correctly handles commands received from 
UICC and returns terminal responses provided by the network to the UICC. These can be 
achieved by formatting, translating, or coding data on the application layer of the ME. 
In this respect the test cases focus on the functionality of higher layers and do not impact on 
the RF and Signalling layers. 
 It is true that the test procedure requires a network simulator to perform each of the test 
cases in a valid FDD band. However, the conformance requirements and the limits of the 
USAT tests are not affected by changing FDD bands. In this respect USAT testing is band 
agnostic.
