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1. Overall Description:

In the context of Release 8 work on the definition of "UICC-terminal applicative protocols over USB", 3GPP CT6 have agreed on the need to migrate USAT functionality over IP. Furthermore, 3GPP CT6 would like to inform ETSI TC SCP that 3GPP SA1 have approved a requirement regarding the definition of a mechanism enabling the UICC to configure the network connectivity parameters that are used to establish IP connections between the UICC and a remote entity in the network. 

3GPP CT6 would like to utilise the ETSI TC SCP foreseen deliverables in order to complete the aforementioned 3GPP CT6 Release 8 work. In particular, 3GPP CT6 is assuming that ETSI TC SCP will provide a generic solution for the migration of CAT functionality over IP in order to perform the migration of USAT functionality over IP. Furthermore, 3GPP CT6 is assuming that ETSI TC SCP will develop a generic mechanism for transferring configuration parameters from the UICC to the ME (e.g. network connectivity parameters for remote UICC IP connections).
3GPP CT6 would like to point out that 3GPP CT is expected to freeze the release 8 by the end of 2008. Therefore, in order to complete the work within the 3GPP release 8 timeframe, 3GPP CT6 would like to have the affected ETSI TC SCP specifications frozen by end of October 2008. This will leave to 3GPP CT6 only one meeting cycle to complete the work.
Due to the urgency of completing this work within the 3GPP Release 8 timeframe, 3GPP CT6 would like to highlight their readiness to support ETSI TC SCP in their work, should ETSI TC SCP consider that this is needed.
