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1. Overall Description:

CT6 thanks GCF CAG for their LS highlighting toolkit certification problems for terminals not supporting speech calls due to contradicting core specifications.
CT6 has investigated this issue in great detail and agrees that specialized terminals (e.g. terminals not supporting speech calls) cannot fulfil certain mandatory requirements currently in TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 even though Stage 1 specifications indicate that certain functionalities are optional (e.g. CS speech).
TS 51.010-4 and TS 31.124 test compliance to TS 11.14 and TS 31.111, therefore terminals not fulfilling the mandatory core specification requirements can thus far not be reflected in the applicability table of these test specs.

For further evaluation CT6 would like to ask GCF CAG to identify and to inform CT6 about those mandatory TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 features which are not supported by these specific terminals which are nevertheless supposed to undergo GCF certification.
CT6 already would like to point out that there will be a substantial amount of test cases which might not be applicable for terminals not supporting all of the mandatory TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 features.

It was the impression of CT6 that, at present, manufacturers of terminals having specialized capabilities ask type approval organizations to downgrade test cases that they are not able to pass, which could mean that these tests are not executed on any terminal. This was investigated by some delegates and it was asserted that only those terminals that are "specialized" (e.g. data cards) do not execute the test cases. GCF CAG is specifically asked which of these two interpretations is valid.

2. Actions:

To GCF CAG group.

CT6 kindly asks GCF CAG 
· to identify and to inform CT6 about those mandatory TS 11.14 and TS 31.111 features which are not supported by these specific terminals though these are supposed to undergo GCF certification
· to consider the impact of a potentially substantial test case reduction for certain specialized terminals on the type certification. 
· GCF CAG is specifically asked which of the two interpretations stated in the final paragraph is valid. If neither is, CT6 kindly seeks clarification from GCF CAG as to how the testing process is run.
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
