The 3GPP test specification 51.010-1, Mobile Station (MS) conformance specification; Part 1: Conformance specification, contains several test cases testing terminals with support of the 5v SIM/ME interface. Some of this test seems obsolete with the current SIM and terminal voltage technologies now and are causing problems when running the tests in practice. It would therefore be good to clean up the test specification and remove obsolete test cases. A first step would be to remove at least the test cases that give problems when certifying class B or class C terminal.
Two CR’s are attached regarding test case 27.12.2 clock stop. In this test case there is a PICS statement regarding the terminal supporting 5V. In 51.010-2 the applicability table has the PICS statement but not any related status condition, which in practice means the PICS statement has no effect and the test is applicable for all terminals. The two CR’s corrects this so terminals not supporting 5v will not unfairly fail the test.

If the two CR’s are agreed by CT6, we propose to make a LS to 3GPP GERAN forwarding the two CR’s and asking 3GPP GERAN to adopt the two CR’s into 51.010-1 and 51.010-2.
