Document C6-090027 is an LS from SA3 updating CT6 about the status of TR 33.812 and welcoming CT6 comments. It was pointed out by China Mobile that a newer version had been issued since the LS had been created and that document C6-090049 commented on the latest version of TR 33.812. It was decided to provide an answer in document C6-090071. The document was noted.

It was then decided to open the related contributions from China Mobile. China Mobile clarified their initial input was outdated due to the publication of a newer version of TR 33.812 and indicated that they had provided an update in C6-090049 (superseding C6-090005 and wrongly reserved in C6-090048).
Nokia wondered what was going to be done with the document. Nokia believed that many comments in this document would have to be contributed directly to SA3. Qualcomm also commented that they felt that part of the document should go straight to SA3. It was decided to go through the document in order to find out whether some comments were shared by the CT6 delegates and could be sent back as CT6-endorsed to SA3.

Comment 1: Telecom Italia supported the comment as remote management of the USIM is already defined in TS 31.115 and 31.116. Nokia wondered where the problem was and China Mobile answered that remote management of USIM is an already defined expression in CT6. Telecom Italia believed that SA3 were trying to define an alternate protocol to manage the USIM remotely, therefore resulting in duplication of work. Nokia mentioned that this comment was already made in the LS to SA3. Sagem Orga believed that the TR had undergone a lot of changes since CT6 commented on it. Nokia stated that it could be checked whether comments from CT6 had been taken into account in the new version TR 33.812 in order to decide if CT6 wanted to send the rejected comments again. Gemalto would like to see an explanation from SA3 when a CR is corrected.

Comment 2: Qualcomm did not understand the first sentence as no replacement was suggested. Nokia believed that the second part of the paragraph should be contributed directly to SA3 and the first part somehow related to comment 1. Qualcomm proposed to make the statement stronger in a new LS to SA3. T-Mobile believed it should simply highlighted that if SA3 use the wording Remote Management of USIM Application, they would create confusion.

Comment 3: The Chairman reminded the delegates that business and cost aspects were out of scope of a technical working group. Qualcomm and Nokia believed this kind of comments would have to go straight to SA3. Gemalto would like to request SA3 to focus on security aspects and justify if they write this TR for business reasons or due to identified security weaknesses in the current model. Qualcomm believed that anything that will be defined by SA3 would still be optional for an operator to implement.

Telecom Italia wondered if this is very easy to provision USIM and algorithms + keys OTA. Sagem Orga explained that on most ROM+EEPROM UICCs the algorithm resides in ROM. However, Sagem Orga mentioned that this may change with flash based components. Gemalto also mentioned that the algorithms are a sensible part of the information on the card. T-Mobile believed that the aspects studies in TR 33.812 are interesting even for MNOs. Qualcomm agreed with China Mobile that SA3 should elaborate about what their understanding of a secure execution environment is.

Comment 5: T-Mobile thought that this statement should not be in a standardization document. Telecom Italia believed that having more than one actor in the game could be addressed with the confidential applications as defined in ETSI SCP.

Comment 8: T-Mobile believed that profile definition is entirely up to the MNO and is not to be addressed in standardization.

Comment 9: it was mentioned that the IMSI shortage is not to be dealt with in CT6 which would only define a new storage and new mechanisms if and when needed.

Comment 10: it was clarified by the Chairman that a mechanism to update the IMSI was defined in the past and could be reused. Nokia pointed out that this is not the only way to switch subscription, multiple USIMs on the same device for example.

The proposal was to collect the comments agreed by CT6 in a second LS back to SA3. The LS will be sent in C6-090071. Document C6-090049 was noted.

Gemalto expressed their interest in this work and suggested to answer them positively. Nokia wondered how feasible the whole thing was. Nokia pointed out this could target a card population which is not under the same MNO responsibility and this would be made using only a downlink with no return way. Telecom Italia wondered if the proposal was to add an additional bearer to the existing remote management bearer for the card. T-Mobile noted that this was not only related to mobile TV and that it looked like a generic approach that would possibly grow outside of OMA BCAST's remit. T-Mobile wondered if any MNO had a BCAST infrastructure deployed. Gemalto believed that 3GPP CT6 should answer the LS at least for the part not targeting SCP. The Chairman believed this was more a SCP matter. T-Mobile pointed out that the USIM was involved and that this made it de facto a concern to 3GPP CT6. T-Mobile wondered what the actual use-cases were and suggested to request some elaboration from BCAST. Nokia reminded that the USIM (and therefore the MNO) got involved in the BCAST story as it was envisioned that GBA would be used for key distribution. Sun Microsystems and Nokia believed that BCAST as a download channel is quite inefficient. Sun Microsystems wondered about any benefit from the use of the BCAST channel. Gemalto explained that the intention was to have an additional bearer.

Gemalto volunteers to draft a LS back to OMA BCAST in C6-090076. T-Mobile and Nokia had concerns that CT6 is not in a position to help on the matter. T-Mobile felt that it is not possible to comment without having use-cases. It appeared that it was very difficult to reach a consensus. Nokia wanted to know if any operator showed interest in the topic, which triggered en enquiry by the Chairman. Telecom Italia and Orange mentioned that they still needed to study the matter. NTT DoCoMo mentioned that they do not see an interest in the topic. The document was noted.

It was clarified that the two test WIs would remain REl-8 if finished within the Rel-9 timeframe. It was proposed to raise the phonebook WI to 100%, and as a consequence to close the WI. The IWLANNSP WI was closed and it was decided that the UICCHS WI would shift to Rel-9. The question of the extension for SAES was raised, should CT6 request a further extension? 

For the ICE_GRAPHICS, it was noted that the extension would expire with no contribution. As no contributions were foreseen, the decision was not to require any further extension request for this topic. Gemalto pointed out that a more generic work on picture may need to be considered.

Comprion commented that they agreed with the document on the principle. They pointed out that some things are missing from the document and its SCP counterpart, especially with regards to the SET UP IDLE MODE TEXT command. A revision of the document was needed also to address the cell broadcast data download issue. Gemalto wondered if CT1 should be consulted. Comprion was fine with either CT6 or CT1 bringing the clarification.

Qualcomm requested section 4.xx to be made clearer by at least mentioning what the meaning of the new classes. The agreement was that the ND, NK, ... acronyms should be clarified in the relevant section. Nokia wondered if the impact of listing commands in the tables at the end of the document would make optional commands mandatory. Sagem Orga replied that when commands are optional it would be clarified in the command definition.

There was a discussion about specialized versus reduced vocabulary but Sagem Orga reminded that this CR answers the original GCF and PTCRB request. Nokia wondered if the terminal manufacturer could not simply tick which commands are supported. Sagem Orga reminded that there were long discussions about how to best handle this in CT6, CT before and the decision how to go forward was made. T-Mobile believed that there is no M2M-specific concern. It was agreed that specific discussions would be held in order to fill the tables at the end of the document.

RIM asked how this will be reflected in TS 31.124. The Rapporteur answered that this will be dealt with through a CR at the next meeting. The question was how to address the previous releases. A proposed way forward was that CT6 could get guidance from CT Plenary with the permission to have an applicability table in TS 31.124 addressing not only Rel-8 but also previous releases.
