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1. Overall Description:

SA3 would like to thank CT6 for their LS C6-090055. In this LS SA3 would like to bring forward two points discussed during the SA3 ad-hoc meeting in March 2009.
As first point, Next Hop (NH) and Next Hop Chaining Counter (NCC) parameters do not belong to EPS NAS security context so SA3 decided to remove them from the EPS NAS security context (see S3-090586). Thus it is not necessary to store the NH and NCC parameters in the UICC. This decision was taken because NH and NCC parameters are used for KeNB derivation that is utilized for AS communication. So the two parameters belong to EPS AS security context instead of EPS NAS security context. The approved CR on the removal of NH and NCC parameters is attached herewith.
The second point concerns LS C6-090055, on this SA3 is unsure whether CT6 took in account the trade-off between the cost of operations between UICC and ME and the cost of calculating the keys in the ME if they are not stored in EFEPSNSC. 
2. Actions:

To CT6
ACTION 1:   Make appropriate changes in CT6`s specification based on SA3 CR on removal of NH and NCC parameters

ACTION 2:   Inform SA3 whether the impact on ME on the calculation of keys KNASint and KNASenc was taken in account when decision to remove them from UICC was taken.
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
